For continuing in his 
refusal, the boy was placed in a cell 
on Thursday night, where he was 
confined until a*nv Saturday
morning, and then courtmartialled. 
The Military Court then ordered him 
to be placed into a cell for 
days He is locked in a cell ] 
by 10 feet built of wood with an 
irofi roof. It has no window, the 
light coming through a grating. He 
has a wooden stretcher, the mattress 
and blankets are taken away in the 
morning, and not brought back until 
dark.
