Currie said that never in his experience
had the Liberals of Ward 1 been so
anxious to participate-in a fight.

It was a tribute to the common sense
of the electors. The Conservatives had
forced the issue upon them, but they
welcomed the fight heartily.

R. L. Drury, who was the first speak-
er called upon, devoted “his remarks
largely- to a review of the Oriental
question and demonstrated the justifi-
cation and vindication of the govern-
ment’s policy. He said:

I am in perfect agreement with the
chairman that the all absorbing topic
will be reciproecity at this forthcoming
election. The circumstances make it so.
It is the issue upon which the verdict
of the people will be delivered. I do not
wish to depart from that issue or to
divert attention from it, but I think it
is also fitting, remembering the ecir-
cumstances of the. last election, that T
should recall to-night something of
what took place on that occasion. It
must be within the memory of all of
you here to-night that the issue at that
time was the question of the Japanese
immigration agreement which was
fought so bitterly by our opponents
upon every hustings and platform, day
in and day out, and by the Conserva-!
tive press—that was the question that
was adopted and contorted by Mr. Mc-

I went to Japan along with others to
supervise that agreement and to com-
plete the regulations with the Japan-
ese government for its enforcement. I
then took the trouble not only to see

the schools personally, *hat is high
schools, intermediate schools and pub-
lic schools, and I saw that the English
language was taught everywhere with
the exception of the elementary
schools. It was a revelation to me to
hear young Japanese get up and read
in the English language out of a read-
ing book. I tell you gentlemen that
English is made a compulsory subject
in the schools of Japan, and I also
tell you that the attendance of scholars
in .proportion to the population is
greater than in any other country in
the world.

There is not a child turned out of
school in Japan who is not taught to
read and write the English language,
and yet Mr. McBride comes here and

thousands of Japanese coming in. Mr.
McBride was one of those who de-
nounced this agreement as a fraud
and Mr. Barnard followed him to the
same extent..

At that time also I was the subject
of no little attention and abuse at the
hands of the opposition. I was held
up to ridicule and called the wise man
of the east. But, Mr. Chairman, I can
stand before this audience to-day and
challenge anybody to say that one
word in that interview has not been
completely fulfilled in the three inter-
vening years.

PACT IS POPULAR
_IN EAST KOOTENAY

Ranchers in Windermere Val-
ley in Favor of Trade
Agresment

Athalmere, B. C,, Aug. 23.—A large
and enthusiastic meeting of the elec-
tors from Athalmere, Wilmer and
Windermere, and the ranchers of the

surrounding distict in the Windermere
Vailley, was addressed yesterday by
Dr. 'King, the Liberal candidate for
Kootenay, and M. A. Macdonald of
Cranbrook. The meeting was freely
acknowledged to be the largest and
most  enthusiastic ever held in this
part of the valley. The public scheool
house was completely filled, many

or. fifty people who could not gain ad-
mission to the building stood around
outside of the open windows.

The chair was filled by Samuel
Brower, one of the old timers and a
brother of the late Mr. Justice Brower
of the United States Supreme court.
In a few vigorous sentences he de-
clared in opening the meeting his ap-
proval of the reeciprocity pact, stating
that it would prove a great benefit
to every man in the valley, and what
was good for each one of them would
be good for the country at large.

Dr. King was the first speaker and
was received with enthusiasm. He
emphasized the fact that the agree-
ment was largely a farmers agreement
and in the farmers’ interests, although
in addition the lumbering and fishing
industries of the province would de-
rive much benefit. It was supported
by both political parties in the past,
quotations being given from ‘speeches
of Sir. John A. Macdonald; Sir John
Thompson, and Sir Charles Tupper,
showing that for many years they
fought to” obtain from the TUnited
States government the ideal arrange-
ment which is within our reach to-day.
He also refuted the claim made by op-
ponents of the pact that the British
preference would in any way be in-
terfered with, the arrangements with
the United States being confined
practiéally. to agricultural products,
whereas our importations from Great
Britain affected by the preference con-
sist almost entirely of manufactured
goods. He also referred to the incon-
sistency of the Conservative party in
professing to be alarmed for the safety
of the British preference at present in
view of the fact that they opposed it
when it was introduced.. The an-
nexation cry raised by the Conserva-
tives was also touched on by Dr. King.
It was apparent, however, that the
a  dience took no stock in the cry and
plainly indicated the contempt they
felt for the effort made to scare |if
possible the people of Canada into re-
jecting an arrangement so plainly in
their interests for fear annexation
would resilt.

Dr. King also dwelt with the effect
of the pact on the fruit industry,
pointing out that increased values of
fruitgrowing lands ftn the Windermere
Valley must follow the adoption of
the pact in view of the high price of
the lands on the other side of the
line. He also referred to the develop-
ment which would be bound to ensue
in the coal mining towns along the
Crow’s Nest by the opening up of the
American market from coke. All
parties, Liberals and Conservatives,
alike agree that the foremost benefit
would result to the coal mining in-
dustry from this one feature of the
pact. Such developments in the Crow's
Nest pass would open a market of
easy access for the construction of the
Kootenay Central railwayv, which- 1s
now under way to the Valley. Dr.
King closed by asserting that there
should -he no party politics in this con-
test. Tt was simply a referendum to
ascertain the views of the people on
this one question.

M. A. Macdonald, the silver-tongued
orator of the Kootenay, wag the next
speaker. He had his audience spell-
bound for two hours, showing conclus-
ively that the identical arrangement
with the United States sought to-day
was sought by the great leaders of the
Conservative party in the past. He
asked the Conservatives present, jf they
insisted on retaining their party allegi-
ance, to vote for the old Conservativ-
{sm rather than the new, for the policy
of Sir John A. Macdonald and his lieu-
tenants who desired reciprocity with
the United States rather than the pol-
icy of Mr. Borden, who, without con-
sulting his own followers in the coun-
try by means of a convention or other-
wise, undertook to oppose this pact at
the instance of certain protected inter-
ests in Montreal and eighteen Liberal
millfonaires in the city of Toronto. Mr.
Macdonald entered into an analysis
of the agreement, showing 1{ts effect
from a national standpoint in enlarg-
ing the markets of Canada and {ts par-
ticular effect so far as the Windemere
districts was concerned. He claimed
that party feeling should not, and he
believed would not, enter into this con-
test. The farmers present should con-
sider this agreement just in the same
way as they would do if the subject
were up for discussion at one of their
meetings in farmers’ institutes or agri-
cultural associations. If this were done
and party feeling eliminated, he assert-
ed that he believed that every farmer
and rancher present would favor a
resolution endorsing the pact, and the
audience . showed by their applause
that they agreed with this view. The
speaker further touched on the wvari-
ous arguments used by Mr. Goedeve
throughout the riding, pointing out
that he discussed everything elss éx-
cept the agreement and its possible ef-
fect on the community. It was shown
that _evéry industry in the province
wotld be benefited by the arrangement,
lumber by obtaining free access into
American markets, without increasing
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men in the Canadlan markets;

At the close of the meeting the chair-
man called for cheers for reciprocity,
and every one in the room responded
except one individual at the back. The
meeting showed conclusively that the
Windemere Valley is for King and re-
ciprocity.

Many
prominent = Conservatives in East
Kootenay, like Mr. Peter Lunde, of
Wardner, a prominent lumberman and
owner of a large tract of land in East
Kootenay, are in favor of reciprocity,
and do not hesitate to say The
Windermere Valley is rapidly develop-
ing. A new town is being built up at
Invermere. Many ranchers have al-
ready located in the valley and are %c-
tively engaged in agriculture. Dr.
King’s election is conceeded by all in-
dependent wvoters irrespective of party.

SELLS ISLANDS T0
ENGLISH INVESTORS

Victoria Financial Broker Re-
turns From Coronation and
Successful Business Trip

J. BE. Smart, the financial broker,
with offices in the Pemberton block, has
returned from-a business trip to Eng-
land, during the course of which he
sold to British investors three islands,
St. James island, Pier island and
Parker island, comprising 2,057 acres of
land.

St. James and Pier islands have been
sold to companies for development pur-
poses. The St. James Island Company,
Lid., originally intended laying out a
private summer resort, or in fact a
number of private summer cottages for
stockholders in the company. The
plans and specifications of these have
been turned over to the English pur-
chasers, who, Mr. Smart says, will
carry out the full scope of the work
contemplated by the former owners,
and make it a public summer resort.
The price pald by the English pur-
chasers was $225,000. The property was
formerly owned by Irving H. Wheat-
croft, who kept a racing stable there.
At the time of the sale to the St. James
Island - Company, Ltd.,, the purchase
price was reported as about $100,000.
Mr. Smart says an agent of the com-
pany will come from England in about
two months to undertake the work of
developing St. James island and turn-
ing it into a pleasure resort of summer
homes. :
The Pier Island purchasers have 250
acres on their property, which is to be
subdivided and offered for sale to those
wanting summer homes on the island.
Fach home 1is provided with water
frantage and the plans eall for a gen-
eral park in the centre of the isiand.

Parker island, situated west of Active

Pass, and comprising 407 acres, was
sold for Dr. Stanier.
Mr. Smart was home at the time of
the coronation and says the historical
pageant was most {impressive and
striking in its national significance.
