At the Circuit Court on Tuesday,
there was what appeared, to those
present,: an umnecessary delay of
business which, although it was not

a new thing, “ought, nevertheless, to

to meet at ten o'ciock in the tore-
noon, and, in fact, it is so set down
in the official .notices; but 1t was
neariy eleven "before the opening
proclamation “was made. At least
fifty persons were obliged to be pres-
ent and even.this delay, which may

who caused i, meant a loss of fifty
hour§” timeé in the aggregate, some,
at least, whose time was thus wasted
being ill able to spare it. This want
of punctuality is unbusinesslike and
unfair to citizéns who are called up-
on to give their time tor nothing, as
well as to litigants, witnesses and
others comcerned. :

Afrer the Caurt- was - opened it
was to be expected that there would
be no-further unnecessary delay of
business, but, ta the surprise of many,
His Honor, at aboat a quarter past
eleven; after saying hie was informed
it was customary to do so, deferred
having the docket of cases made up
until two o;clock; and adjourned un-
til that hour. There did not appear
to be any unreadiness on the part of
the lu_\_vy:ers,x ij were ‘present in
force, while litigants and patit jury-
men were; also. in waiting. . The ad-
journment obliged all who were in
attendince’ fo spend about two -hours
in idleness, when' that time might
have been Bevpted to entering up
the docket and making progress in
some ease. - The petit jurymen, who
were: farmers,  ‘merchants ‘or other
persons who had business of their
own and ought not to be kept there-
from umnecessarily, -felt' that they
were not fairly dealt with. - Many
of them had heen summoned from
their homes at a distance, and their
enforced presence at the shiretown
meant not only neglect of their pe:-
sonal concerns; but hotel expenses.
Then, there were litigants from a
distance, who, as either plaintiffs or
detendants, very properly desired
that they should be afforded oppor-
tunity to have their cases tried and
go about their ordinary business as
soon as possible, while some of them,
at least; realised that lawyers sitting
in ertorced idleness at $25 or $50
a day were a luxury they could il
afford to indulge 1n. Witnesses
were there,also, who Lalcl come punc-
tually at ten o’elock ‘and it was not
a little irritating to them to find only
a quarter. of an - hour out of the half-
day dcvoted to the real work of the
court, and that they might better
have remaiiied away, ‘attending  to
their own concerns, instead of com-
ing in respectful obedience  to those
to whom their interests or conveni-
ence were apparently matters of in
difference. - © - :

The experience of Tuesday is not,
by any meéans, a new one at New-
castle, nor- is Judge King responsible
for the custom on the information re-
specting which he ‘announced what
was, practically, a half holiday. It is
evident, however, that these urnec.
essary delays eught to be discourag-
ed by the judges, for while they serve
no good purpose they are unbusiness-
like, causing loss of time_and money
and placing unnecessary burdens and
inconveniences upon those who have
to do with the courts. For our own
put, we would:prefer having nothing
to find fault with in connection with
the courts, because, in their general
conduct, they deserve and command
the highest respect. The bench, the
bar and the officers are everything
that is commendable.’ They .are
able, affable and courteous, hut they
should not forget that jurymen, lit-
igants and witnesses have rights and
interests which are entitled to con-
sideration, and that it seems like
taking an unfair advantage to com-
pel their a.;ttexidalice trom all parts
of the county, at certain hours and
for specific purposes, only to inform
them it is customary to waste half a
day beforel'zoing on with the busi.
ness for which they have bien sum-
moned.

If the icea upon which the court
acted on Tuesday should continue to
have the sanction it has "so often re-
ceived in the past, notices connected
with the court-openings will soon be-
come meaningless. It has come to be
generally understood that ten o’clock
in the forenoon -for the opening of the
County Court, invariably means about
half past eleven, while it is little Jess
wide of the mark for the CircuitCourt.

Ib this fashion we entercd the
town, and went in procession through its
principal streets winding up in the vast
market square where the meeting was to
be held. The people cheered enthusias-
tically the English members Jf parlia.
ment and were in the greatest good humor
and delighted when the speaking was
about to begin.

FIVE 1HOUSAND PEOPLE
