DEATH OF W.K REYNOLDS

One of St. John’s Most Glfted News—
paper Men v

Passed Away at ‘City Ho_tpl_tdl This
Morning, as Result.of a Necessary
Surgical Operation.

W. K. Reynolds ‘died early Wednes-
day. at.the public’ general h®spital,” to
which institution he was removed from
his rooms in the American Hotel yes-
terday @afternoén, in the vain hope
that a: surgical operation might pro-
long his life.  The operation was per-
formed: by Dr.-G." A. B. Addy, assisted
by DrW. A. Christie, and was a sur-,
gical.success, but the condition of the
patient was at-such a low physical ebb
that it. was. felt ‘he could not survive
the . shock. . Mr, Reynolds lived for

some ‘homrs;: but ne'wtmwy -regain-| and

cd comBciousness. His end was peace!

Every newspaper worker in. St."John
regrets his death as that of a persSonal
friend.  The Sun staff knew him to be
in touch ‘with. them .when they were
working; but they likewise knew him
to lash them with 2 whip. of, scorpions
when he thought they were idlers. And
in nine cases out of ten Reynolds was
right; -~ the st‘aﬁ! was wrong. . From
proof reader  to the top niotch of the
local eguipment of this office, Mr, Rey-
nolds’ ‘sudden taking off is déplored as
that of.a personal friend.

William K. Reynolds was the sSon of a
man whose memory deserves to be honored
in St. John.
