This change.in premium rates and
riske is not confined to Chicago—it is
a national movement inspired by the
medical examiners of the life insur-
ance companies. As one of the medi-
cal examiners said recently:

“In the early days of figuring mor-
tality averages there is no doubt that
the man who was lean had an advan-
tage. The thin man was a preferred
risk with ‘many companies—-in fact,
with the majority.

“Two decades of collecting statistics
on the general average.of life have
brought the life insurance companies
to some new conclusions, based wholly
on the actual physical condition of
the .applicant for ‘insurance. . These
conclusions favor the heavy, active
man,. diseredit the ordinary fat man
and leave 'the lean man in a state of
doubt.
