1 refrain from
delivering a decisive judgment on the
whole course of events in Simos until
the written reports arrive and are closely
examined. ButI hold strongly te the
bope that we shall proceed in disposing
algo of 5" e lategs troubles in Bamoa, with
due proiection for German righte and
intereets and in a manner which corre-
sponds: with the friendly relatione exist-
ing between the three governments ecs-
cerned.

“That things in same reqguire readjuet-
ment, ie & principle acknowledged on
both sides. It cannot be denied that
the tri-dominimm has not stood the or-
deal. We are prepared on our parts to
consent toa clean separation,.if the two
other powers consent. Bnt as long as
this agreement does not exist we shall
hold to the act of 1889 and we shall not
allow the rights which that act gave us
to be curtailed, or our interests suffer

the rights acerning to others by virtue

of the Samoa act.”

He was admitted to the bar of
Nova Scotia in 1855, becoming Queen’s
counsel in 1872, He was defeated w.en
first & candidate for the provincial par-
liament, but wae elected for Inverneesin
1869, and represented thet county till
1863, in which yesr he decliced the soli-
citor generalship. Iu 1869 he waa a&
member of the delegation that went to
London to oppose confsderation of the
provinces. In 1967 he was elected to the
dominion parliament for Antigonieh, and
represented that constituency till Novem-
ber, 1873. He became a member of the
privy couneil on Jape 14, 1873, and was
president of that body until July 1st,
and was appointed minister of militia
and defence.
