No doubt, a reference to the Legislation of other years
characteristics, from which a fair iniggrence may be drawn
was guite alive to the use of unequivocal language when a primary personal
liability was mtex.xdqd to be established; and as a further illustration, and as
strongly exemplifying the Lefislative view on this question asbeing in harmony
with the conclusion at which T have have arrived, I may refer to the Act of In-
corporation of the South Bay Boom Company, 10 Vie. Cap. 72, and 11 Vic. Cap.
49, in amendment thereof, to which our attention has been aecidentally directed
while considering another case now before the Court. By the 10th Vic. the pro-
visions for levying and collecting are substantially the same as in this Act, and
by the 11th Vic., Cap. 49, express power is given to sue any shareholder who
shall have failed to pay calls. If the Legislature, which ‘must be presumed to
haye known the state of the Law, had su;*osed the remedy by salemerely cumu-
lative, the passing-of the 1st Sec. of 11 Vic. would have been wholly unneces-
sary. A reference to some authorities, bearing more or less directly on the

may not be out of plaee here.

In Doe ex dem Bishop of Rochester vs. Bridges 1 B. & Ad. 847, Lord Tenterden,
at 859, thus states the principle—* when an Act creates an obligation
and enforces the performance in a specific manner, we take it to be a general
rule that performance cannot be enforced in any other m: s

In the case of the Dundalk Western Railway Company vs. Tapster, 12 B. 667,
the Conrt carried the doctrine to a very great lenFth, so much so that in the case
being cited, in the Vestry of St. Pancras vs, Balterish, 2 C. B. L. S., Wills, J.,
says, *I think that case has been somewhat doubted;” but this is:the only obser-
vation I have met of that character. It was an action for calls, which, if not paid
as provided, the Statute declared it should be lawfal for the Com; to sue for
in any of the Law Courts of Record in Dublin, and Defendant pleaded that he
was liable to be sued there and not otherwise or_elsewhere demurrer. In the
course of the argument, Patteson, J., observed, * It is only by aid of the Statute
that one partner can sue another—must you not take the remedy the Statute
provides?” Counsel answers, the Partnership is Inc rated. Patteson, J.,
“ Could such a Corporation sue its own members without the express provisions of
the Act?” It was then argued that though the Act gave power to sue in Ire-
land, it did not prohibit suits elsewhere, and also very much as was pressed
upon us in this case, that the call makes the Defendant & debtor to the Company,
with all the consequences and liabilities incident to a debt; but Lord Denman
says: * The right and the remedy are both created by the - Legislature, and the
Company are bound to pursue the remedy provided by it,” in this the other
Judges concurred. :

In Stevens vs. Jacock, 11 2 B., 741, «it was held to be a rule of Law that an
action will not lie for the infringement of a right created by Statute, where
another specific remedy for infringement is pro e Statute;” and
Erle, J,, in delivering the Judgment of the Court, says, general doctrine
was adjudged in Underhill vs. Ellicomabe, McLel. & ?, 450, where debt for high<
way rates was held not to lie, inasmuch as the claim was given by Statute, and
the same Statute which created it prescribed a Barticular remedy for its enforce-
ment,” and cites and adopts the language in Doe ex de Bishop of Rochester vs.
Bridges, before quoted.

In the case of the Cook and Bandon Railway Company vs.

618, we see it very clearly established that the liability for calls under the Com-
pany Clauses Consolidation Acty 8 & 9 Victoria, Cap. 16, (and a fortiori under this
Act, as a comparison of the two will readily establish) is a -statutory liability,
and therefore the claim is not barred in 6 years,—the proper limitation by 3
and 4, Wm. 4th, Cap. 42, Sec. 3, being 20 years. In the course of the argument in
this case, Creswell, J., asks, what is the contract between the shareholders and the
Company? When was it made ? And how? By writing, by word of mouth,
or by instrument under seal? Maaul, J..—* Where is the holders’ undertak-
ing to pay calls, but for the Statute?” Counsel—*I must concede that there is
none.” aul, J.—*Then he undertakes by the statute. Is an action brought
upon that undertaking an action upon a_contract without speciality?” Again, at
page 833, Maul, J. says: If an Act of Parliament says that certain persons shall
pay certain monies, and nothing more, debt undoubtedly is: the appropriate
remedy; the Statute creates the debt, but it would be neces to allege specially
alFthe circumstances essential to bring the party under the liability.’

Jarvis, C. J.— I think it is an action upon Statute. * * * But for the Act
of Parliathent, no action can be brought by the Company against one of its own
members.” “This, therefore, is an action brought in respect of aliability created
by Statute, and, therefore, is an action founded upon the Statute, and the plea
which relies on the 6 years limitation is no answer ol

Creswell, J.—*This is plainly an action upon a Satutory liability to pay calls,
and the Defendant is not at liberty to tell us that it is an action upon contract
without speciality.” Talford J.— The relation between the shareholders and
the Company is the creation of the Act of Parliament.”

In Wolverhampton Water Works vs. Hawksford, 5 Jur, N. S., 1104, which
was an action for calls under a Local Act, 18 and 19 Vic., Cap. 157, for supply-
ing the Town of Wolverhampton with water, incorporating the Company.
Clauses consolidation, Clauses, Cap. 16 :—

Cockburn, C. J., says—* The liability on which this kind of action rests is en~
tirely the creation of the Statute.” And Willis, J, says,—The 2nd Count shews
no liability either at Common Law or under the Company's Consolidation Act; at
Common Law it must have been shewn that the subscriber was a contractor witk
the Company that sues. That is not stated and could not be stated here. Then it
is said there is a liability imposed by Statute 8 and 9 Vic., Cap. 16, Sec, 21, and
in determining that, one must assume there is to be no liability at Common
Law. * * * There are three classes of cases where a liability may be estab-
lished, as founded upon a statute. The first class is one in Wi ich the liability ex-
ists, no doubt, at Common Law, and the Statute re-enacts that liability, and gives
a special and particular remedy more beneficial than, or at least different
from, that given by the Common Law there, unless the Statute contains words
which expressly, or by necessary inference, as apgllied to the particular case, ex-
clude the Common Law remedy. The Plaintiff has his election to proceed under the
Statute or at Common Law. The second class consists of those cases in which
the Statute creates the liability to pay money or do some other act, but gives no
special remedy in that event ; an actiom of debt or other appropriate remedy is

whether there is a Common Law remedy or not. The third class is where
a Statute cnacts that there shall be a remed which did not exist at all at Com-
mon Law, or not in the form in which the tatute gives the spec!
enforcing that liability within that class of cases this, as it a)
and, in such cases, it has always been held that the party sueing on such liability
so created, must follow the particular remedy pointed out by the Statute, and is
not at liberty to follow the mode belonging to the second class; the Company,
therefore, are bound, I think, to adopt the remedy which %ves the right.”

In the case of the vestry of St. Pancras vs. Battling, 2 C. B., N. 8, 477, likewise
establishes that, where a pecuniary obligation is created b Statute, and a
remedy expressly given for enforcing it, that remedy must be adopted; and Wil-
liams, J., refers to the case of Shephard vs. Hills, 11 Ech. 55, which, he says, at first
sight seems to be at variance, but he explains away by the statement that, in that
case, the remedy did not cover the whole right. In Couch vs. Steel, 3 E. and B.
413, Ld. Campbell, C.J., says, in Underhill vs. Elicombe, MecL, and Y., 450, it
was held that when the highway rates were payable by the provision of a Statute
which prescribed a particular made for their recovery, that mode only can be
pursued; and in Doe ez Dem, the Bishop of Rochester vs. Bridges, 1 B. and Ad.
847, it was held that a Statute having' prescribed & particulary mode for
the recovery of an e&lnivalent for land tax redeemed, no other mode could be
adopted for enforcing the payment of the equivalent in the present case (he says)
if the Statute had prescribed a particular mode by which a person sustaining actual
damage by reason of a breach of the duty imposed by the Statute Was to recover
compensation, undoubtedly only that mode could be adopted.” :

1 think there can be do doubt, then, that though on the one hand, where a right
with its appropriate remed exists at Common Law, if a Statute gives a new
remedy in affirmative wor ,'without a negative express Or _xmphed, this does
not take away the Common Law remedy ; on the other hand, it may be safely
affirmed that when a pecuniary obligation is created by Statute, and 2 remedy
expressly given for enforcing 1t, that remedy must be ado ; at the same time
it is equally true if an obligation is created, but no mode of enforeing its per-
formance is ordained, the Common Law may, in general, find & mode suited to
the particular nature of the case. :

Here the Statute which®creates the debt or duty in the same section which eon-
fers the authority to make the assessment, and immediately following the words
of that authority, gives the remedy or means of realizing the assyssment when
made thus to make such equal assessment from time to time on all the shares in

rovision is nevertheless then and there made for recovering the assessment if
the contingency previously su%gested of non-payment should arise, in these \'vords
immediately following those last “The Directors may order the _I‘rew—
surer to sell such share or shares at public aunction after giving such notice as
may be prescribed as aforesaid to the highest bidder, and the same shall be trans-
ferred to the purchaser, and such delinquent subscriber or stockholder shall be held
wccountable to the Corporation for the balance if his share or shares shall sell for
Jess than the assessment due thereon, with interest and costs of sale, and shall be
entitled to the overplus if his share or shares shall sell for more than the assess-
ment due with interest and costs of sale.” Here then we have a summary
remedy given which the Corporation may enforce ag"iainst the stock without suif,
and a personal accountablity for any balance due and not realized by sale of the
stock enforcible against the shareholder by suit. Does not this provision fairly
exclude the suppesition that the Legislature intended that there should be a pri-
mary personal liability enforceable against the {)erson and estate of the Share-
holder at law without resort to the means expressly provided, and that the reme-
dy so provided was merely tumulative? 1s this not just a case, where, as said by
Creswell, J,, in Vestry of St. Pancras vs. B_a.ttl}ng. 2_C. B, N: S. 4§7—“ The

ecuniary obligation and the mode of enforcing it are indissolubly united by the
Statute and cannot be severed.” (To be Continued-)
