No. 1. :
BREAKING.UP OF THE ICE.

Fredericton'is still ‘also a grea# centre of
lombering” and milling operstions, and
jts merchants are the first in the country,
while its manufacturers and mechanics are;
imbued with the spirit of progress, and are
determined to keep ahead With ¢he times.
Fredericton has been in

A TRANSITION STATE
for two or three years, but has now got
accustomed and reconciled to its alter-
. ed circumstances. The Celestial City,
¢ fonced in”’ from the vulgar * work-a-
day world,” is an exploded Jjest ; it is now
in direct communication with the bound
Jess continent; and as these nerves ot
motion pulse ever more strongly, it will
be sgitated by stronger life and expand
into more robust being. Its inbabitants,
we are convinced, believe that their city
has a fature before it, and look forward to
a not very distant day, when it will be the
great railway centre of the Province,—tl»
grand depot where lives converging from
all points of the compass will meet.

As journalists having the well-beiog of
the whole Proviiee at heart, while we are
proud to see so many evidences of prosper-
ity in St. John, we rejoice to note and
make publicthe proofs of enterprise and
well doing in other parfs, well knowing
that that enterprise and well-doing give
impetus to the prosperity of this, the Com
mercial Metropolis of the Province.

TO BREAK THE ICE

of our subject, we cannot do better than
give an account of the breakihg up of the
ice before Fredericton,an event always look
o1 forward to these with interest if not im
patience. It is a pleasant sight'to see the
black-blue spots appear in tife'white solid
expanse, for there are the sure signs of tke
fast decaying strength of grim winter. The
exhiliration of midwinter is not to be de-
nied, but it is equally undeniable that, as
the long winter drags to its close, a feeling
of oppression and weariness comes over
the spirit, and that the first gentle winds
that blow across the region of snow and
temper its gelid breath, awaken imagina-
tions of boundless, balmy, breezy space,
and expanses of green pasture, and stir up
a feeling of fresh life and new hope. The
groups that

ASSEMBLE ON THE BANK OF THE RIVER
and on the wharves when the word has
gone forth that the ice has made its first
start, may seem to be actuated by mere
curiosity ; but we have no doubt that they
are stirred by a deeper feeling,—one of
relief that winter has at last gone and
springtime come.

From the immense quantity of snow that
fell in the memorable winter of 1871-2—
(happily we ¢en now speak of itas passed)
—storm prognesticators predicted an ice
freshet ona gtand scale—equaling the
freshets of 1832 or 1857. Citizens who are
fast advancing to the respectable and
authoritative stage of ¢ oldest inhabitants’’
are proud (as travellers who have seen
strange sightsand escaped great dangers
delight in relating their adventures) of
speaking of the great freshets that vsed to
happen in their youth, and contrast tthem
with the puny glacial floods of these 'mod-
erndays. Theyespecially delight inspeuk-
ing of

THE GREAT ICE FRESHMT AT FREDERICTON
that occurred on Friday the 12th April,
1831, and to describe the terrific rush of
the river that groaned and labored with
its grinding mass of icen hummocks that
(like & herd of wild buffaloes leaping on
each other as they stampede the prairie)
rose and fell in hilly heaps; to speak of
the debris of houses and barns carried
down by the spate ; of the vast mountains
of ice heaped up on the river banks; of the
huge blocks thrown up from the landings on
the street; of the floods that deluged the
town, dislodging inmates from the first sto-
ries of their houses and keepingthe timorous
close prisoners, and obliging citizens, who,
though they could not tether the tide,
would not be hindered by it from pursuing
their usual avocations, to row about the
streets in canoes, thus improvising gondola-
ed Venice on a small scale,

If any one expected similar unusual
seenes this Spring, they were considerably
disappointed. Nothing happens as pre.

Everything promised a
quiet disappearance of the ice, and it was
determined to launch the steamboat that
afternoon. But as the day wore on the
wator which had risen to a height began
to fall, owing, it was said, to a great jam
at the islands about Springhill, and it was
determined to wait until a more favorable
opportunity. Tqwards evening the sky
begun to be overcast, and rain fell afte
dark. Between ten and eleven the cit
was aroused by a roar as of distant thun
der, which warned the citizens that tb
jam at Springhill had given away and tha
the river with its dangerous burden.wa
coming down with terrific speed. Th:
darkness lent an imagination of destructiol
to the roar that the light did not disclose.
In the course from the upper part of the
Towr—from Kirk’s mill (late Scott’s mills,
the scene of destruction in 1857) past
Westmoreland and Pheenix landings and
the wharves bebind the barracks, down to
the Dowling and Sherman wharves, tho’
there were several buildings and sheds

IN A DANGEROUS POSITION
the only thing destroyed was & slight shed
on the the steamboat wharf at Regent St.,
Mr. Lunt’s principal office and store room
being left intact, the ice baving piled to a
height of 10-ft. within a bandbreath of it,
and there stopped.

The breaking of the jam at Springhill,
and the occurrence of a jam at the Oromocto
nad the effectof raising the water to a great
height, flooding the flats,and floating off
about nine in the morning, the steamboat,
when the ¢ Anna Rideout” rode out beau-
tifully. About noon the jam at the Oro-
mocto broke, and the river fell as speedily
as it had risen, and the muddy surface o.
the flats made its appearance above the
waste of waters, but pools remained in the
hollows. There is no doubt that the freshet
has done a good deal of damage in ripping
wharves and destroying sheds and barns,
but- the destruction was on quite a con-
temptible scale compared with 1831 or 1857.
Towards dark on Taesday the middle of the
river,save for floating hummocks,wasclear,
and when the full moon, thrusting its rud-
dy dise through a bank of clouds rose into
the cloudless serene, the golden band of
light that it threw across the river glittered
on sparkling waters. By that sign the
river was opened.

The Pay of Policemen.

A correspondent puts to us the ques-
tions :—

**Do you think it will be possible to
‘¢ maintain acreditable Police Force in this
« town when all the Common Council
‘¢ gllow the men is $400 a year? Do you
¢ know that a half dozen of tLe Force in-
¢ tend to resign on the 1st May ?”’

We are sorry to hear of the intended re-
signations, especially as weveral of those
who propose to retire are among the most
active and intelligent members of the
Force. And yet they are not to be blamed
for declining to starve on $400 a year.
They can do better in almost any other
employment, Several of them, we hear,
intend to go into trade and open shops,and
we are certain that few shop-keepers un-
dertake to support a family on $400 a year
in these times.

If we wish to secure a respectable body
of men to guard our property and aid in
preserving the peace, we must pay them
properly. The feur hundred dollar days
have gone for good. Rents are higher than
formerly; people must live and dress better
than formerly; and, generally speaking,
the cost of maintaining a family is consid-

‘orably greater than when the pay of the

Policemen was fixed years ago. The Cor-
poration of St. John must move with the
times. The tax-payers certainly require
faithful service at the hands of their em-
ployes, but they must expect topay for such
service at least as much as will keep the
body and soul together. It is a penny wise
shd pound foolish system that drives effici-
ent officers and men out of civic employ-
ment.. We hope to hear that something
better has been substituted.

The Rival Route to the Bay Verte Canal.
The Moncton Times, in rerponse to TaE
TRIBUNE'S invitation, explains that the
route it prefers for the Canal is the ome
which it advocated last year, and which
was partially surveyed by Mr. George w.
McCready, the prineipal writer for the
paper. The route and its advantages are
thus succinctly stated :—

We pointed out on each side of the
isthmus two streams, the sources of which
were not very far from each other :—on the
Gult side, the Shediacand Scadoac Rivers ;
and on the Petitcodiac side, the Memram-
cook and Hall's Creek. We described the
large summit basin, (a little N. W. of
Painsec,) having its outletat Hall’s Creek,
and being separated by only a slight water
shed from each of the other streams, so that
this could be made a summit feeder for the
canal,whatever stream on either side might
be chosen for the outlet. We also gave
our opinion that the quantity of water at
the summit would be sufficient, especially
as the soil was of such an impervious cha-
racter thut the supply would not be rapid
ly wasted hy absorption. Further than
this, we argued that if the object of the
canal were to shorten distance, and to es-
cape some hundreds of miles of dangerous
coast ; the saving of thirty or lorty m_llea
more, and that of a hazardous eoast line,
was still worthy of being sccured, especial-
ly if a saving of one or two million dollars
could at the same time, be effected.

The Times publishes some interesting
statistics from Mr. McCready’s report ; but
we judge from its tone that it does not
think there is amy hope of altering the
(overnment’s detormination to construct
the canal at Bay Verte. $500,000 has
since been placed in the Estimates for this
year’s expeaditure on the Bay Verte
project.

Halifax, under Confederation,

israpidly becoming an important ¢ mmer-
cial centre. From the Citizen (Anti paper)
we learn that twenty two spring ships are
now on their way across the Atlantic for
that port, having sailed, between Feb. 9
and April 12, from the ports of London,
Liverpool, Cardiff, Queenstown, Belfast
Newecastle, Charente, Helvoet, Rotterdam,
and Lisbon. The same paper, in the same
issue, notes the arrival, either al Halitaxz

The Look:

Dominion Parliament.

[The Telegraph’s despatch gives a synop
sis of the Minister of Marine and Fisheries’
Report, which was laid on the table yester-
day. He says the fisheries have been in a
highly prosperous condition during the
past year, especially in Nova Scotia. The
actual value of the product of the fisheries
for the purposes of trade is $7,573,200,
being an excess over the previous year of
$998,160. The estimated value of the
home consumption is $609,000 ; amount of
capital engaged in fisheries, $15,090,000 ;
persons employed about 87,000 ; collec
tions for the year, $12,408; expenditure,

$42,592. The report states that in con-
tormity with the expressed wishes of Her
Majesty’s Government, fishing vessels be-
longing to United States citizens were not
sahjected to molestation or seizure, solely for
the flagrant offence of fishing within the
three mile limit. The claims of Canada in
respect of headlands and excluding foreign
vessels from her ports were kept in abey-
ance. Mitchell adds: ‘It is extremely
desirable that during the consideration of
the pending Treaty proposals, there may
exist no ‘uncertainty as to the necessary
measure of protection which, in the mean-
time, will be adopted and enforced by-
Canada.” A good deal of time was spent
yesterday p. m., in the House, discussing
the propriety of making the Intercolonial
Railway guage 4ft. 83in. Most of the
speakers favored this guage, but opposed a
change at present.]

(BY TELEGRAPH TO THE EVENING PAPERS.)
Otrawa, April 26.

Report of Marine and Fisheries was
submitted to Parliament yesterday. It
shows the number of light houses managed
by the Department, including those man-
aged by Trinity House, Montreal, to be 251,
requiring 285 keepers. They have in addi-
tion assistants paid by themselves whose
names in consequence do not appear in
books ot- Department.

Four new Ottawa fog whistles are under
contract for River St. Lawrence, making
eight altogether for that River.

The total amount of petroleum consumed
in light houses of Dominion during year
was 70,000 gallons, costing Department
$11,814.

General condition of fisheries throughout
the Dominion has been prosperous especial-
ly in Nova Scotia.

Total expenditare by Department for
last fiscal year $575,916, against $408,15¢
of previous year, increase partly owing to
new fog whistles principally in Gulf.

Papers submitted to House yesterday
show that the meeting of Parliament was
deferred at request of Kimberly.

In House last night after recess, ad
journed debate on Colby’s bill to insolvency
law with Hilliard Cameron’s motion to re-
for whole matter to Committee on Banking
and Commerce was resumed. Debate oc-
cupied entire evening.

Bellerose moved adjournment debate to
9th May. Motion lost. Cameron’s amend-
ment was then rejected and bill passed
second reading, yeas 77, nays 61. All
members of Government excepting Pope
voted in negative.
