In conducting the examination and
during subsequent remarks Mr. Morrison
took occasion to express his opinion
that Dr. Arnold was a quack, a swindler,
a black-leg, and a mere adventurer who
had seized this opportunity of advertis-
ing himsell. If Murray had called the
man a swindler he was only echoing the
sentiments of a large portion of the peo-
ple of St. John, and of Mr. Morrison
himself. He believed the Dr. did not
know any more about medicine than
he did himself, and perhaps not so much.
Mr. Forbes then said that they were pre-
pared to prove the Doctor's respectable
position by Mr. Trentowsky and: could
also prove that Mr. McMillan was willing
to advance any amount on .Saturday.
Mr. Morrison replied that Mr. Trentow-
sky was always prepared to vouch for
any German or Dutehman, no matter
who ke might be. ‘That for years he had
seen Mr. T. doing #his, : being in rea-
diness to testify to the respectability of
any Dutchman who might happen along.
