HE SWAJt THE WHIRLPOOL.

The Feat that Killed Webb and Resit 
Performed nt Lnnt—A Bouton Man Oetw 
Throne», Bruised, Brenthleee, nnd 
83.000 Richer.

Niagara Falls, Aug. 22.—The feat of 
swimming the most angry bit of water in 
the world, as Capt. Webb described it, 
was successfully accomplished this after­
noon by a Boston policeman, and the 
barrel navigators have been called in. 
XVilliam J Kendall was the man who did 
what Capt. Webb could not do, and he 
made $3,000 by the operation. Kendall, 
an athletic young man, went to Sault's 
Western Hotel at noon and told William 
Walker, a hack driver, that he wanted 
to swim the rapids.

“You must he craay,” said Walker, 
jokingly, for he thought the stranger 
was only fooling. This did not prove to 
be the case, however. Walker concluded 
the man was in earnest when Kendall 
produced a small cork vest about two 
inches thick, which he proposed to wear.

“ I don’t want to be arrested,” said 
the Boston policeman, “and you had 
better say nothing about it, for I will pay 
you nothing if you give me away."

The horses were hitched up and 
Walker drove Kendall to the Suspension 
Bridge with Frank Sault. Leaving the 
carriage at the top of the bank, they 
walked briskly down the long path to 
the old Maid of the Mist landing. They 
reached there at 1 £ o'clock, and Kendall 
took a drink of whisky out of a flask 
which he had in his pocket.

“l’flï game, l>oys,” he said to Sault and 
Walker, “and I want you to be surR tiut 
you know I go through after I get in toe 
water. Tell all the people you can to 
look at my passage through the rapids. 
If you do it before, I will be stopped.”

Kendall stripped off his clothes and 
put on the cork vest. “If I am alive,” 
he said, “I will try to swim ashore at the 
whirlpool, for my bet did not include 
going through the lower rapids, and as 
they are no worse than the first ones, £ 
don’t see the use of doing it

It was just 2 o’clock when Sault fasten­
ed on the cork vest and Kendsdl dived 
into the water. He swam a dozen 
strokes toward the centre of the river, 
and was caught in an eddy, which car­
ried him back towards the tails, and then 
he floated down to the rapids in the 
counter current. As the water began 
boiling, Kendall turned in a perpendicu­
lar position and began treading, evident­
ly afraid that he was being sucked under 
by the undertow. In this way, at 2.05 
o’clock, he struck the first breaker, 
which submerged him for a moment. 
His hands could be seen moving with a 
swimming motion above the water as the 
huge waves dashed him high out of it 

Then began the race between life and 
death. Kendall did not try to dive, be­
cause he believed that Capt. XVebb M 
split hie head by running ioul of a rook 
while diving through a breaker. He 
was submerged nearly half the way, and 
from his story later he was insensible 
the last half of the trip. The rapids 
tumbled him about, and once opposite 
the Devaux College grounds his body 
was thrown over ten feet out of the 
water ; then it was sucked under for 
half a minute and appeared several hun­
dred yards further down.

“That killed him,” shouted a man 
with field glasses on the promontory, and 
as Kendall exhibited no more life the 
few other spectators thought so too. 
Tho body, apparently liteless, was thrown 
out in the whirlpool in about three 
minutes. The exact time could not be 
learned, but by a comparison of watches 
it is evident that it did not take longer 
than three minutes to travel the three 
quarters of a mile.

Soon after reaching the whirlpool, 
Kendall was drawn under and reappear­
ed a few hundred feet away. He soon 
exhibited life and swam away toward 
the Canada shore. In ten minutes he 
reached a rock near the shore and slung 
there until he was aided ashore by Tom 
Riley and George Toby, who saw him 
swimming ashore and ran to help him.

“Leave me alone,” said Kendall. “I’m 
about gone; let me be.”

Riley and Toby pulled him ashore and 
got some whisky for him. He was car­
ried in a sheet to Frank Lawson’s place, 
and waited there for Walker who had 
driven down with his clothes over the 
old road on the Canada side. Walker 
took the exhausted swimmer to the 
Waverly House at Suspension Bridge, 
where he was kept in bed for a couple of 
hours. Dr. Hunter examined him and 
fourni no serious bruises. He said that 
the water had pretty badly pounded the 
flesh, and by to-morrow Kendall will 
hardly be able to walk. To-night the 
policeman dressed himself and was 
brought back to the Western Hotel, 
where the Sun reporter bad a talk with

Kendall is 6 feet 2 inches tall, weighs 
195 pounds, and is a well-built muscular 
fellow. He is of light complexion, has a 
smooth face and a clear blue eye.

“How did I come to do it ?” repeated 
Kendall. “I did it to make money, and 
1 figure that I am in $3,000 by the trip.
I did not care for fame, and all I wanted 
was enough witnesses to show that I 
went through all right. A few days ago 
I had a discussion about Capt. Webb’s 
trip with some friends. I am a pretty 
good swimmer and said I thought I 
could do it. Finally one of the party, I 
will not tell you his name, said that he 
would bet $500 that none of us could do 
it. r said that I had $1,000, and would 
bet that. I wanted to put the stakes up 
with Col. Taylor of the Boston Globe. 
The bet was finally arranged, and other 
fellows made bets amounting in all. I 
should think $10,000 on the trip. Besides 
the $3,000 I get, I suppose some of the 
men who won on me will give me some-

“When did you get here?”
*‘I left Boston yesterday afternoon, and 

reached here at 10 this morning. I im­
mediately began preparations for the 
trip. 1 wore the cork vest, though I did 
not think it would do much good, and I 
would have been just as well off without 
it, except in the whirlpool.

“It was just 2 o’clock when I got in the 
water, and I was in the rapids about five 
minutes. The current circled a little, 
and carried me 300 feet toward the falls.
