A PROCLAMATION

For Uniting the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, into One Doms]
nion, under the name of CANADA.

WHEREAS by an Aot of Parliament, passed on the twenty-ninth day of March, one
thousand eight hundred and sixty-seven, in the thirtieth year of Our reign, intituled:
“An Aot for the Union of Canada, Nova Socotia and New Brunswick, and the Government
# thereof, and for purposes conneoted therewith,” after divers recitals, it is enacted that :
“it shall be lanquor the Queen, by and with the advice of Her Majesty’s Most Honor-
“able Privy Council, to declare, by Proclamation, that on and after a day therein a ointed,
‘ot bebmg more than six months after the passing of this Act, the Provinces of Oauada,
“Nova Szﬁ.ndﬂw Brunswick, shall form and be One Dominlon, under-the name of
% Onande; wed on and sfter that day those Three Provinoes shall form sad be One Dominion
“whder that dame, avoordingly ”'; andet is thereby further cuacted that « Such Pewsons
“ghall be first summoned to the Senato as the Queen, by Warrant under Her Masjesty’s
““ Royal 8ign Manual, thinks it to approve, and their names shall be inserted in the Queen’s
“ Proclamation of Union” : We, therefore, by and with the advice of Qur Privy Oouncil,
have thought flt to issue this Our Royal Proclamation, and We do ordain, deolars and com-
mand that, on and after the first day of July, one thousand eight hundred and sizty-seven,
the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, shall form and bé One Domi-
nion, under the name of Canada:
