Mission International (CBMI) and the work of Father
Abraham in northern India. Just how will your
money be spent.

CBMI performs the following three functions.

The first is prevention of blindness. The reason
many people go blind in the third world is because
they have a vitamin A deficiency due to a lack of
proper nutrition. For just 50 cents, CBMI can provice
aone year supply of vitamin A pills to prevent a child
from losing his or her eyesight. Asthe children grow
older, CBMI teaches them how to grow more
nutritious food and how to prepare it better. Once
the families can nutritiously feed themselves,
CBMI’s work is completed and they move on to help
the next village. -

The Blind Mission’s second purpose is to
perform cataract surgery on those who are curably
blind. For just $20 and a pair of eyeglasses, people
can have the precious gift of eyesight restored to
them.

Finally, CBMI rehabilitates those people who
are incurably blind. Previously leftto begging, CBMI
trains the blind to make rope, baskets, clothing,
soap, and to grow their own food. Those once
though of as hopeless burdens to society are trained
to earn a living and contribute to their community...

has made to these peoplel!
" The second charity-provided support is the
school and agricultural college extablished by
Father Abraham of the Canadian Jesuit Mission.
" Quoting from Father Abraham ‘in one of his
letters, “...these boys, we hope, who have received
so much from loving friends like you, will go into the
villages up and down our mountainsides, forming
family co-ops and bringing people there a new
hope, new a better ways of producing food, so that
no longer will our children have to live with hunger
and all the evils hunger breeds - sickness,
listlessness, despair.” :
