A year later, Loren’s husbnrd,
and expectant child, were murdered by abourgeoislandowner
who became mayor under the fascist dictatorship.

Mastroianni, along with Loren’s other lover (Giancarlo
Giannini), both plot to kill the mayor and avenge the murder of
Loren’s husband.

The story involves an intense conflict between the love
triangle, impending social dangers, and Loren’s fight to
overcome her embittered past and the memories of her
husband.

Although the killer is hardly
seen at all until the end, the final freeze frame on this gentle,
almost refined face becomes more unnerving than the twisted
gestures of a deviant killer.
