Freedman: men fear experienced women
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is dating. More important to
Freedman however is the sexual
experience of today’s woman.
" “Many men withdraw from the
pressure of having their
performance judged by experien-
ced women,” he said.

This fear of experienced
females, he believes, drives men to
homosexual encounters. “In New
York City there are 15 steam baths
which some ‘straight’ men go to,
not because they are gay, but
because they want impersonal
sexual relief,” said Freedman.

“Often men may pursue 18-
year-old girls because of their fear
of experienced women,” he said.
Many very young girls, as young as
12, may be receptive because they
are, ‘““missing something
emotionally,”” the editor,

concluded.

Freedman told the audience
that much of the disorder in U.S.
society is caused by sublimated
sexuality. “One of the main
reasons for the increased violence
in the United States,” he said, “is
the repressed sexuality that we
have. The United States is a
backward country sexually.”

The publisher believes that the
Moral Majority must bear much of
the responsibility forthe new wave
of sexual repression in the United
States: ‘““By their anti-pleasure
concept of bringing back puritan
values, they can only create more
fear, more ignorance and more
guilt. This can only bring about
greater violence.”

The meeting ended with
participation by the audience
members who discussed the

.question of whether true love is

possible in our society.
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
