DOMINION VOICE
Obligations and Responsibi­

lities Must Be Shoulder­
ed, He Says

LONDON, Jan. 1C. — (Canadian 
Press Cable.) — Premier S. W. Bruce,

served some plain speaking for his 
farewell addrèSS Wlllüll“"\lèÔr delivered 
last night at a dinner of the Austra­
lian Natives' Association. The Pre­
mier profited by the fact that he was 
being broadcast to deliver a few 
forceful remarks to Britons whom he 
accused of an uttfcr Tack of imagîna-

1’ -s of the Empire. Mr. Bruce cm- 
piiHslzeu the vîewTtïiat the Dominions 
demanded a voice in the Empire's for­
eign policy, but it was necessary also 
that the Dominions should shoulder 
the obligations entailed and contribute 
to the defence of the Empire. Aus­
tralia, said the Premier, was fully pre­
pared to shoulder both the responsi­
bilities and the obligation, and ' he 
hoped the other Dominions would re­
cognize a similar obligation.

A firm foreign policy, which was 
necessary, Mr. Bruce declared, would 
succeed only if a. united Empire was 
behind it. Britain ultimately might 
be obliged to face the necessity of 
leaving Europe to its fate and concen­
trate on the Empire to ensure at least 
that the Empire would remain sane 
in a world which appeared to have 
gone mad. The Empire was as essen­
tial to Great Britain as Great Britain 
was to the Empire.

Premier Bruce pleaded for an ail- 
round disarmament, but he said that 
for one great nation to strip itself 
of its powers of defence and the en­
forcement of its will would result only 
in encouraging the other Powers to 
increase their armaments.
