serving in Ceanada, it is suggested that they might be
prepared %o send one of the companies of the battalion in
Jamaica. It is thought there would be no objeetion to this
on ;tratogical grounds.

Canadian Government may like to know we are hoping to
obtain agreement of the United Stitoa Government to relieve
our tfoopu now in Arube and Curagac which form the rest of
