have pronounced the best col-

lection of poetry, fairy tales and
stories for children ever assem-
bled in one set) have been
for years searching the whole
literature of fables for the per-

manent ard most appealing

selections of this sort. From
vEsop and LaFontaine to the al-

most unknown fables of India,

China and Japan, they have
drawn together some hundreds
of these short tales in which
birds and beasts convey pithily
