Evidences of the Divine Natnre of Christianity,
Derived frym its Rise and Progress,

I shall new. endearvour to siow thal the
growth and progress of Christianity are
evidences of its Iivine nature, becanse its
yrmoth and progress obtained very ropidly,
und wnder the most unfovourulle circum-
slanres,

IX. Tbe rapidity which marked the
ogress of the gospel, immediately atter its
first publication, is at once a re:ult and an
vvidence of its Divine origin.  Christianity
was first propagated by an obscure person,
I an obscure station of life, in a country of
comparatively little importance, but in which
an established church had Hourished for cen-
turies. The founder of the Christian reli-
glon was put to death as a malcfactor,—yea,
scourzed at a pillar ; and then nuiled to &
;T033, and crucified between two thieves.
This was done in the most public manner,
"\ the capital of the nation, and while the
curch was commetorating the most solemn
?i_all. her festivals : but notwithstanding all
thix, in less than two months after the igno-
fMinlous death of Jesus Christ, his apostles
;llddenly presented themsclves in Jeruar-
l“m‘ and there, - in tle very city where he
ad been o unjustly, ond so barbarously
“xceuted, did they publicly preach his gos-
Pel. They proclaimed Lis resurrection. They
tlﬁ:clared lim to be the Son of God, and in
bis name offered eternal life to all who

ecclesiastical and civil tribunuls of the coun-
try; they were threatened, sceurged, im-
prisoned, and menaced with even heavier
penalties : but this was invariably their plea
and their defence, “ We cannot but speak

the things which we have seen and heard.”
Acts iv. 20.  And the ouly cffect that ma-
gisterial rigour, aud popular fury had upon
them, was to inflame their zeal, and make
them rcjoice in being counted worthy to
suffer these thinga for their honoured mas-
ter’s name, “And hence daily in the Temple,
and in every house, they ceased not to teach
and preach Jesus Christ.” Acts v. 42.—
What were the consequenees? Their dog
trines spread throughout all Judea, and
thence throughout all the neighbouring pro-
vinces. In an incredibly short space ol
time their religion entered into Greece, and
thence passed into Italy and Spain: Chris-
tian churches were organized in the cities of
(Cxzsarea, Rome, Athens, Corinth, Thessa-
lonica, Phillippi, Antioch, and Ephesus, and
in various other places. Indeed, before the
close of the third century, so rapid had been
the progress of -this Divine institution, that
it had, even then, penetrated into every re-
gion of the known world, and far, far beyond
the boundaries of the Roman empire.

XI. I need hardly say that the Apostles
gave a full and {wm-icular account of their
Divine Master. Whereverthey went preach-
ing the gospel of the kingdom, they enlarged
upon the character and eufferings of Christ.
How he was born in a manger, and bred up
in poverty ; how he was despized, persecu-i
ted, and denounced by his own countrymen ;

and bow they delivered him up inio the

lhands of the Romane, by whom he was

hanged upcn a tree. In addition to all this, ,
the system of reliy 0. i ey endeavouie? t i
propagnte, declared an uncompromising war
against sin of every kind, and of every form.
It prohibited all rensual indulgences, and
attacked the pleasures, pnssions, customs,
and prejudices, of all rarts 2l conditions.
