Zurich, Switzerland, May 29.—via London, 1.15 p.m.—An official 

telegram from Budapest says that Emperor Charles has appointed 
Count Julius Andrassy premier of Hungary.

There has been a vacancy in the Hungarian premiership since 
May 23, when Count Stephen Tisza, Austria-Hungary's “iron man” and 
leader of the pro-German party in the Monarchy, resigned his post. 
Differences with the throne over Franchise reform measures were as­
signed as a reason for the resignation, Count Tisza’s proposals were un­
derstood to be narrower in scope than those which the monarch favor-

Count Andrassy, a former premier and long one of the most pro­
minent leaders of the opposition to Count Tisza’s ministry, is regarded 
as a Liberal of the advanced type. With Count Apponyi and other op­
position leaders he participated in an agreement early in the war not to 
antagonize the government’s foreign policies, but last August the 
truce was broken and the opposition has since been an active force in 
Hungarian politics with differences Regarding domestic policies accen­
tuated.

sociated press despatch from 
St. John, Ni'., to-day says;

Newfoundland fishermen do 
not share the fear expressed by 
some followers of the sea. in 
Nova Scotia, that German sub­
marines may cross the Atlantic 
and work havoc in the fishing 
flotilla gathered on the Grand 
Banks.

New York, May 29.—After a 

speaker at a recruiting meeting 
held here last night, under the 
auspices of the medical reserve 
corps, lind declared that Eng­
land faces the problem of caring 
for one million wounded men, 
exclusive of convalescents, 173 
of the 1,000 New York physi­
cians present _ signed applicat­
ions for commissions in the 
corps. Col. T. H. Goodwin, of 
the British Army; Col. Theo­
dore Roosevelt, Major Roger T. 
Noble, U.S.A., and others ad­
dressed the meeting.

Col. Roosevelt arraigned the 
“conscientious objector,” say­
ing that if he had his way he 
would instantly cut off his vote. 
“But that is only preliminary,” 
added the Colonel. “In the next 
place I would take him to the 
front anyway. If his conscience 
forbids him to shoot, I would 
not interfere with his consci­
ence. I’d put him where he'd 
be shot at.”

The Belgian army has had to 
work incessantly to keep up Its 
breastworks and at the same time 
put up an unremitting defense. The 
solidity of that defense, it may not 
be sufficiently remembered, is an 
important factor in giving to tho 
British and French armies liberty 
of movement in operating on other 
parts of the line.

Belgium lost all her manufactur­
ing establishments and all her re­
sources in raw materials in the de­
feat of the allies at Charleroi and 
in the retreat from Antwerp, yet 
Monsieur de Brocqueville, minister 
of war, with Belgian ingenuity, 
skill and perserverance, has built 
up on the hospitable soil of France, 
artillery and munition establish­
ments that not only enable the Bel­
gian army to reply shot for shot 
to the Germans on the Yser front, 
but also contribute to the armament 
and supplies of the allied armies.

For the' reconstruction of Bel­
gian industry, immediately after the 
termination of the heroic defense of 
Belgian soil on the Yser, specialists 

sent to America to purchase 
machine -tools for the manufacture 
of everything the army needed, and 
when the machines arrived mechan­
ics released from military service 
were ready to operate them. Four­
teen thousand workmen are to-day 
employed in those establishments.

The Belgian army is new in nêar- 
Iy every feature of the 120,000 men 
in the field and 60,000 men who 
(garrisoned the Torts, 30,000 fell x 
into the hands of the Germans at 
Liege, Namur and in the retreat, 
30,000 more took refuge in Holland 
and were interned for the duration 
of the war; 14,000 were lost on. the 
Yser in addition to more than 20,000 
killed and wounded in the battles of 
Liege, Haelen, St. Trond.

The reorganization was difficult. 
Unable to call a session of parlia­
ment to rfevise recruiting laws to 
accord with the new situation, the 
Government could only appeal to 
the patriotism of refugees In Eng­
land and Frapce, The response was 
such as to reconstitute an army of 
six divisions of infantry and two 
divisons of cavalry, while 11,000 
men were detached for the manufac­
ture of munitions in France and 
600 sent to Russia for the same pur­
pose. About 30,000 more men'were 
raised by decree calling up all Bel­
gians eligible for service between 18 
and 40 years of age. "v

parations, guarantees and securities"

Socialists Agree.
Paris, May 29.—The long stand­

ing split in the French Socialist 
party was healed at a meeting of the 
national council yesterday. The re­
sult was due to new elements intro­
duced in the debate by L. M. Moun- 
tet and M. Cachin, two Russian dele­
gates. The majority faction with­
drew its opposition to sending dele­
gates to the Stockholm conference 
on certain conditions, which were 
agreed to by the minority and a re­
solution embodying the compromise 
was voted unanimously.

The resolution declares that the 
Koeialist party associates itself fully 
with the initiative of the Russians 
in calling for a plenary conference 
of the international Socialists and 
has decided to send a delegation to 
Stockholm to “express in the prelim­
inary conferences thé views of the 
French section on the subject of tlio 
■ommon action to be taken to pre­
pare the way for peace in accordance 
With the principles formulated by 
he Russian Government and So­
cialists.”

Japanese concerns including the 
Specie and industrial banks, are 
planning the purchase of British and 
French securities held in the United 
States. These operations will reduce 
the outflow of American gold and 
relieve the burden of Japan’s accum­
ulating supplies.

M. Shoda emphasized the fact that 
the trade balance was not an exact» 
guage of the situation, pointing out 
that Japan now has a yearly income 
of 300,000,000 yen from abroad in 
the form of ocean freights, insurance 
and remittances from Japanese in 
other countries. He called attention 
to the fact that British discount res­
trictions made necessary the sending 
of specie to India in settlement of 
the importation yearly of cotton to 
the value of 200,000,000 yen.

Japan’s specie holdings are in­
creasing at the rate of about 7,000 
000 yen monthly, M. Shoda estima­
ted, the present total being about 
838,000,000. Only 15,000,000 yen 
gold has been imported from Amer­
ica since January 1, he said. The 
loans to be made to Great Britain 
and France will give important aid 
to the Entente, in the opinion of M. 
Shoda. He was hopeful that Jap- 
an’s proposal to the United States to 
join in the Chinese loan group and 
her suggestion that American capit­
alists co-operate with Japanese in 
China, would be adopted.

“The government is convinced, 
he said, “that the mutual interests of 
Japan and the United States would 
be served by co-operation in China, 
which would establish closer finan­
cial relations and permit of adjust- 

jjy ments in times of crisis.”
