ON CHILKOOT

Occurred Three Years Ago Today,
Killing 52 Persoss.

three years ago today, in the
forenoon of April 3d, 1898, on a
dark Sunday morning while a heavy
ghow was falling there oecurred on the
Chilkoot trail betwéen Dyea andithe
summit the most terrible disaster in
the history incident to the discovery
of gold the Klondike. On that
morning an avalanche of snow, rocks
and trees rushed down the mountain
side carrying with it death to 52 per-
sons and suspense, anxiety and heart-
aches to thousands all over the land
who had  friends in the northland en
route to the gold fields at that time.

There are many people in Dawson to-
ddy who were on the trail or at Dyea or
Skagway on that fateful day and who
visited the scene of wholesale death
and destruction and saw the bruised,
