Extendlag Franchise to Women.

Oa the assembing of the house Monday
morning, after routine business, Mr. Killam
committed bill to extend franchise to women
on the same eqiality with men. The textot
the bill is as follows:

That at any election for a representative
or representatives to the General Assembly
of this province, every female, whether
married or unm , of the age of twenty-
one yearsor upwards, beiog & British sab-
jec* possesing the electoral g 8-
tions, either from real or personal property,
or from both, or from income necessary or
required by chapter 4, of the Consolidated
Statutes, orany Acto- Acts in amendment
thereof, th e ititle a ma o prreon t) vote at
any election for & representative or repres-
entatives to the General Assembly of this
proviace, shall be and 13 hereby entitled to
vote it the same manner and to the same ex-
tent as any male subject under said Cbapter
4 of the Uonsolidat-d Statutes, or aoy
amendments thereto; andit shall be the
daty of the Assessors. Revisors, County
Secretaries, and other officera (as the case
may be) to add to the lists of electors in
the several cities, towns and parishes to be
used at any elections for the general As-
sembly, the names of such females.

Ataany election for Ceuncillora or Asses-
sors in and for aoy Municipality, every
fe! , whether married or unmarried of
the age of twenty-one years or upwirds.
being a Briti-b subject and possessing the
electoral qualifications either from real or
personal property or from income, necessary
or required by any Act of Assembly toen-
title s male persou to vote at.any election
in and for any Municipality, shall bs and is
hereby entitled to vote in the same manager
and to the same extent as sny male inhabi-
tant of said County; snd it shall be the
duty of the Olerk, A:ses:ors, or other officers
(ns the case may be) to ndd to the register of
vlectors tobe used st any Municipal elec-
tions the names of such females (whether
married or unmarried] a3 are so duly quali-
fied to vote,

Mre. Havington thought this was one of
the most important sutj-cts that had come
before the legislature this session as far as
local matters went. He claimed that at-
tachment as under the provi<ions ot the old
1aw beggared more people and ruined more
busioesses than any other law on the
statute, Tbe judges on the bench again and
sgunin ¢aid that the law was driviog too
many people into insolveney. That was the
only recourse uader tke attachment law and
he knew of many busioess men that were
forced to sgsiga from this cause. It was a
good bill for the lawyers, as it would be a
very proliic source of costs for fees for
writs, etc. While it was & good law for the
profession, he was strongly opposed to the
bill. He thought that lawyers should not
legislate for their own pockets to the detri-
ment of the interests of the people of the
country, And besides they would be placing
a power in the hands of creditors which they
had no right or business to have. It would
prove most disastrous to people doing busi-
mess outside of large cities.

Mr. Speaker Pagsley said that the reputa-
tion of this prevince had suffered much in
ouatsid- countries owing to its lawa relative
to its mode of collectiug debts. Ia the
upper provioces and in  Eoglaod the
credit of the proviace was very
low  for tbls  very reason. The
merchants bad freely expressed opinion that
1t was about as well to let & debt goas to
attempt to colleot it noder the laws of the
provioce at present.

An order issued from army head-
quarters lays down this rule as to what &
soldier’s ration shall be:

*‘By direction of the secretary of war,
paragraph 2,150 of the regulations, is
amended to read as follows:

42,150. A ration is the established
daily allowance of food for one person.
For the United States army it is now
composed as follows: Twelve ounces of
pork or bacon or canned beef (fresh or
corned) or one pound and four ounces of
fresh beef, or twenty-two ounces of salt
beef; eighteen ounces of soft bread or
flour, or sixteen ounces of hard bread, or
one pound and four ounces of corn meal.
To every 100 rations fifteen pounds of
beans or peas, or ten pounds of rice or
hominy; ten pounds of green coffee, or
eight pounds of roasted (or roasted and
ground) coflce, or two pounds of tea;
fifteen pounds of sugar; four quarts of
vinegar: ono pound and eight ounces of
adamaniine or candles; four pounds
of soap; four pounds of salt; four ounces
of pepper, aud to troops in the field,
when necessary. four pounds of yeast
