NEWS FROM EVERYWHERE

An agitation is going on in Indin 
against the slaughter of cows fur food 
for the soldiers. It is pointed oat that it 
takes over 125,000 cows every year to 
feed the soldiers, aud that the Hindoos 
themselves very rarely touch meat, liv­
ing upon rice, vegetables and milk.— 
Once even the poorest could have all the 
milk he wanted for his babies and him­
self, but now it is impossible for the vil­
lage™ to get milk even for infants whose 
mothers’ breasts have failed, and the fail­
ure of the breast is due chiefly also to 
the luck of cow's milk. Thousands of 
children die on this account yearly,

Wasmisoton, August 0.—A special 
train hearing the remains of Uelieral 
Sheridan arrived at 3.16 this alternoon. 
A large crowd gathered around the de­
pot. The remains were taken from the 
car and escorted by cavalry to St. 
Mathews church and placed oil a cata­
falque where they will remain until the 
funeral on Saturday. Both houses of 
cougress adopted the resolutions to ad­
journ on Saturday to attend the funeral 
as a mark of respect to the memory of 
General Sheridan. The president also 
directed that several executive depart­
ments should l>e closed and all public 
business at the capital suspended ou 
Scturday.

Louie Newell, an aged Mic-Mac, has 
discovered valuable deposits of gold and 
silver at SL Mary’s Road, Guysboro 
county, and has taken up 90 areas at the 
mines office. A small quantity of quartz 
was sent to New York to be examined, 
and has been reported on as containing 
about an equal quantity of gold and 
silver—about $3.50 worth of eacli metal 
to the ton of quartz. Newell has inter­
ested his son Louis Newell, jr., with 
him, and they have made a contract with 
James Enos and Henry Conrad, of Cole 
Harbor, by which the latter are to open 
up the mine so that it can he sold for a 
good price, and they are to get half of 
the price realized. P. Kuhn, of Dart­
mouth, has purchased an equal iuteiest 
from the Newells for $500.—Echo.

The Orlando, (Fla.) Record tells a re­
markable story of the effects of a mad- 
toue in a case of snakebite. A colored 
woman was bitten by a ground rattler, 
one of the moat poisonous known. Two 
persons procured a madstone and went 
to the woman, who they found in great 
agony, writhing and twisting on the bed, 
so as to require two men to hold her. 
They applied the stone to the wound, 
after first putting it in hot vinegar, with 
the most extraordinary results. The 
stone firmly attached itself to the wound 
and remained about four minutes, ad­
hering l;ke a leech. It was then placed 
in warm water and threw a greasy fluid

of a grayish color, with a slight mixture 
of green. After a few minutes it was re-6 
placed again, when it temoined only a 
minute. By this time the woman was 
free of pain and asleep, and is doing well.

St. Andrews, N. B, August 6.—A 
sensation was caused here liy the arrival 
of the Dominion cruiser “ Dream” will, 
a prize in tow and two Yankee fishermen 
on board. On Saturday Bill Danbury, 
of East port, "who is commonly known as 
the “ King haddock fisherman of the 
Maine coast,” and his chum, Chas. Black, 
set aail from a border-town, expecting to 
come lack at night full with a load of 
Canadian fish. They never dreamed of 
providing themselves with a license. 
They went as far as Campohcllo and 
were just getting ready to fish when the 
commander of the cruiser caught sight of 
them aud Ix.rc down upon them. The 
two fishermen tried hard to cross again 
into American water, but were overhaul­
ed too soon by the cruiser anti made 
prisoners. The boat and fishermen 
were brought here and the departpient 
notified. >

St. Louis, Aug. 6.—A disastrous storm 
visited the central section of Missouri this 
morning. Great damage to crops was en 
tailed 'and losses on town property are 
heavy. In the vicinity of Glasgow it is 
estimated that the crops are injured 50 
per cent. The loss to houses and dwel­
lings will exceed $50,000. At Qraii the 
damage was heavy, especially on crops. 
The Catholic church at New Hamburg 
was wrecked, and one side ~bf the 
railroad depot at Coney blown out. At 
Marshall the ttonn was accompanied by 
hail and the/lamage was severe. At Salt­
er the Baptist church and two business 
houses were demolished. In Saline coun- 
tlie damage will amount to $300,000. 
There was general wreckage at Stan berry- 
and crops are badly injured. In Pettis 
county corn suffered mostly, the grain 
being laid flat. In Shelby county the 
crops were badly damaged. The storm 
was severe at St. Louis, hut did no dam­
age worthy of note.

The health officials have seized 
thirteen bags of cloves and thirty-seven 
bags of tapioca, part of the cargo of the 
steamship Danisli Prince, as being unfit 
for human food. It was examined "by 
Dr. J. Biker Edwards, Government 
analyst, who found traces of arsenic in 
the form of Paris green. This probably 
arose from the ship leaking and the 
water depositing some of the Paris green 
amoug the rest of the cargo. He strong­
ly condemns the practice of carrying 
Paris green and articles intended, for 
food iu the same compartment. Dr. 
LaLerge has notified Capt. Shaw, the 
poll warden, not to allow the bogs to be 
moved and in the meantime he is look­
ing out for the owner who will le 
obliged to remove the condemned matet- 
ial to the incinerator and have it destroy 
ed. Last year the health officials ron- 
demued $12,000 worth of spices for the 
same reason.

He served in the South 
ern army during the late war, and at its 
close commenced business us a cotton 
broker ill New Orleans, He afterward* 
moved from New Orleans to Ualveston, 
Texas, and from there to New York, 
where he in jiartnership with III* wife 
carried on a mercantile burine** for some 
y nut, when hi* health falling him lie re­
wrote! to Texas, and commenced business 
In Kan Antonio, lie was always m/ted 
for hie Indefatigable perseverance awl 
business feet.

In hat vesting wheat a'most every 
one has noticed little heaps of straw 
uniformly a few inches in length,

considered the best food for the first 
few days, but our own experience 
last season was that rice boiled care­
fully without stirring was better, be­
ing less liable to clog the bowels, ifa 
tendency to dlarrccet is shown leed 
tlm egg at any timq during the first 
mouth, but if the rice is fed there 
will be no trouble in that line.

The best egg-producting food for 
summer is wheat and oats with milk 
and bran mash.

Fresh meat 
and table refuse ate also essential, 
as are pulverized bones, lime and 
oyster shells.

PRESERVING EGGS.

W. M. Morrison ville. III., writes 
to the Pfairia Farmer: To keep 
eggs for winter use take some dress­
ed hoards 12 inches wide and six 
feet long and bore them full of 1 1-2 
inch hoirs, liuild a frame in your 
cellar by standing two boards up­
right and nailing clea-s on the same, 
ani slip your boaids in, which makes 
a rough cupboard. Stand your eggs 
on the email ends in the holes*. You 
nerd not he afraid of It e eggs not 
keepYg. I have tried it for five 
t ears anil have never lost au egg. 
This beats any way that I have ever 
seen or read about to keep eggs, 
when you have a cellar to keep them 
in, as there is no work,to it after 
>ou have built your case. I usually 
commence to put up eggs about 
August 15, and they always keep 
uutil spring. The lime process for 
preserving egg is as follows:—Take 
salt one pint, lime one quart, and 
water sufficient. Slake with bot 
wa'er, aud add water enough to 
make four gallons. After it ba? 
settled pour the clear liquid off into 
a pan or tome suitable vessel, and 
»ild eggs as desired, being careful 
not to crack the shells or they will 
spoil. You can add fresh eggs at 
any time. Keep the vessel in a dark, 
cool place.

Have you never noticed that the 
place to look for the chickens—and 
find them too—on a hot day, is 
under the currant bushes? Take a 
bint from nature and give your 
chickens, if convenient, such natural 
shade.

Apples are good for laying liens— 
good raw or cooked and mixed with 
bran cr meal, just as you would 
potatoes, and the small ones that 
are not good for anything else except 
cider will do just as well as better

field mice. The little rodents did it 
to gel the grain. They gnaw ofi 
the stalk as high as they can reach, 
and it drops down endwise, the sur­
rounding a locks prevent it from fall­
ing over and they continue the pro- 
ce>s until the head is reacted.. Rab­
bits do the same. Their work may 
tie known by the-pieces of straw be­
ing longer, jmd they cease operations 
belO;e the grain is fully ripe.

Much is said of sheep as destroy­
ers of weeds, brush, briars, etc. It. 
is true, proridtd the right course be 
pursued. Where there is a plenty 
of better feed sheep, like cattle, se­
lect tho best. If the o’j iet is to 
destroy adverse vegetation, the field 
should be pa-lured so c'osely that 
there is nothing else to subsist up­
on. In such cases .-teep will devour 
nearly every green thing, even the 
bark of-young trees. Let them 
‘ grub’ in such a field a few dare, 
then into better pasture, to be re­
turned alter a while. This alterna­
tion will keen in good heart and ef­
fectually subdue foul growth.

1 do not understand why farmers 
will upend so much lime preparing 
the ground end sowing seed, end in 
harvesting eot their grain up In open 
shocks, where If the sun shines It be­
comes dry and easily shelled, and If 
it rains it stands a chance of being 
ruined by sprouting or becoming 
musiy. Why waste labor and time 
in such farming?

To break a dog of socking eggs, 
open an egg at one end, take out 
part of the contents and insert a tea­
spoonful of pulverized cayenne pep­
per through a small funnel. IIo!d 
the dog and let him see the egg, 
then put it in his mouth, shut his 
jaws and crush the egg. This is 
speedy and effectual. .

For breaking heifers to be milked, 
patience and gentleness are the only 
requisites.
