Hawaiian Holidaysand How
They are Observed.

The Hawaiian holidays are twelve in
number, and are a stiange mingling of
American, European, and Asiatic civil
and religious observances. January 1lst
is a holiday, being New Year’s day ; Jan-
uary 17th is a holiday, in celebration of
the downfall of monarchy ; February 12th
is Chinese New Year ; March 17th, Kam-
eharueha II1's, birthday ; Good Friday ;
May 24th, birthday of Queen Victoria;
May 30th, Decoration Day ; June 11th,
Kamehameha Day ; July 4th, Birthday
of the Republic and A.nerican Indepen-
dence ; November 28th, Recognition of
Hawaiian Indepeadence ; Thanksgiving
Day and Christmas. If all holidays are
kept as Christmus, the Hawaiians will
not soon forget the several events they
celebrate.

Ileft Kailaua on December 23, 1895, on
the Inter-Island Steamer W. G. Hall, for
Honolulu, and was surprised to fini the
steamer crowded with people of all pos-
sible shades of complexion ‘and stations
in life, ail bound for Honolulu to spemd
the holidays. The schcol teacher from
Hawaii, the clerk and plantation man-
ager from Maui, all boarded the Hall for
the capital city. Quite a gay party of
fair and dark ladies and gentlemen were
assembled on the deck of the steamer as
she plied the waters, and guitars and
banjos were brought out, singing and
instrumental music being the order until
a late hour.

By daylight on the 24th we were at the
dock in Honolulu. The day was us warm
as one in July. Men went about in white
duck euits and straw hate, many of the
natives were bare-footed, and, ‘so far as
the weather was concerned, there was no
indication whatever of Christmas. But
the shops displayed the usual amount of
Christinas toys, the churches were dec-
orated with Christmas trees, and it only
lacked cold weather and winter garb to
make one sure it was Christmas indeed.

When evening came on I walked out
on the streets and found them all bnl-
liantly lighted up, and the shop men
doing a thriving business. Fort street
and Hotel street, and other principal
streets, were thronged with men, women,
and children go that one could scarcely
squeeze his way through. It almost re-
minded one of Fourteenth and Twenty-
third streets, New York, during the
holiday trade.

Shop windows were filled with toys,
trinkets, and holiday presents, some dis-
played with the most excellent taste.
Articles of bright colcrs seemed to attract
the natives most. The Hawaiian loves
the beautiful, the gaudy, the brilliant.
He does not always display the most ap-
proved of tastes in the selection of colors,
for blue and pink, red and yellow are
liable to be mingled promiscuously in the
make up of his or her dress.

An incident attracted my attention
which will illustrate what it is to be in a
tropical country during the Christmas
nolidays. Isawa great throng of na-
tives gathered in front of a confection-
ery shop on Fort street, who seemed to
be greatly excited and talking rapidly in
their native language, the object which
was attracting their attention being evi-
deotly on the sidewalk. One put his
finger forward as 1f to touch some object
and suddenly jerked it away again as if
the creature was alive and had bitten
him. T pressed forward to get a glimpse
of the wonder and it proved to be—a
large square cake of ice. That ice at-
tracted more attention than anything cn
exhibition that evening. In the centre
of it was frozen <ome California  fruit,
and the natives stood around it, ozcasion-
ally tonching it with their fingers, until
it metted entirely away, which was late
in che night.

Chri:-tmas was celebrated here more as
Fourth of Ju'y than Christmas. The
Kanaka boy does not kuow how to cele-
Jrate if he cannot make a noise, and fire-
crackers are his beart’s delight. He dis-
charges them by the bunch 1n imitation
of ihe Chinese, snd not singly as the
American boy does. All night long on
Christmas Eve the firecrackers were pop-
ping, and they continued during all the
next day. There were services in all the
churches and Sunday-schoole similar to
such services in the United States on
Christmas day. The native churches
had their Christmas trees, the different
American and the Furopean churches
their trees and appropriate ceramonies.
The Chinese and Japanese Christian
churches, in imitation ot their white
brothers, alse had Christmias trees and
devotional services.

I atteaded the Japanese M. E. Church
Christmas tree. The hall in which the
services were conducted was beautifully
decorated with a large fern tree in one
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corner, ornamented with candles and

tinsel paper, and loaded with pretty pres-

jents. The entettamnment began by sing- ' Major George C. Potter, Major C.

ing by the Japanese.
familiar but the words were not.

. K. Kahasaki, one of the Japanese work- |

ers, read a chapter from the Bible in his

own language. This was followed by '
prayer from S. Nishi, an opening address |
by A. Iwamoto, a hymn, *Yes, Jesus
Loves Me,” by seven Japanese boys ; this |
followed by recitations in Japanese aund

English by several little boys. II. Na-

kano, a boy not over twelve or fourteen

years of age, delivered an address in

English to the Americans present, which

might have done credit to one much more

advanced in years.

After the benediction came the presen-
tation of gifts. Thie was novel, aniu-
sing, and expensive to a congregation as
small aud poor as the Japanese, as in ad-
dition to the special gifts on the Christ-
mas tree for individual friends, they pro-
vided gifts for visitors and all, and the
house was well crowded with visitors.
Tke pastor of the church, Rev. H.
Kihora, delivered an address to his peo-
ple ia Japanese, and he was followed by
Rev. H. W. Peck, of the Methodist
church. Then four young Japanete
went through the audience and distri-
buted lttle rolls of paper about the
size of a pipe-stem. When unrolled each
paper was found to have a number on it,
there being a corresponding number on
each package brought for distribution.
Some of the presents were quite costly
and others cheap. The calling off of
numbers of and dJistribution of presents
caused quite alittle flutter of excitement,
as there was considerable incongruity in
the directions they went, grown men
drawing tin horns or sewing baskets,
while some ladies received cavalry spure.
My prize was a set of doll dishes, while
Mrts. Jenkins, from New York, who was
on her way on a missionary tour to
Japan, drew a boy’s sword. I asked her
if she proposed to take Japan with the
sword in the way Mahomet established
his faith.

Hawaii is truly a missionary country,
The influence of the missionary ir felt on
the streets, in the stores, shops, and
offices. Asa consequence Christmas is a
holiday almost as sacredly kept as the
Sabbath, and I have never been in any
land where the Sabbath was so sacredly
observed. Honolulu has saloons, but
there is little visible drunkeoness. I
don’t remember having seen any man
under the influence of liquor, except a
few sailors. The enemies of the present
government contemptuously call it the
‘missionary government,” because mcst
of the officials and heads of departments
are the sons of missionaries.

During the latter part of Christmas
week a rumor got abroad that President
Dole was going to begin the new year by
grantiug a free and full pardon to all the
remaining political priconers. He had
pardoned seven on Thanksgiving Day,
but eight of those who had been the
most dangerous rebels in the outbreak of
January, 1895, still remained on *¢The
Reefe,’ as the prison here is called.

The rumor proved to be well founded.
President Dole, who is one of the kind-
est men I ever met, had determined to set
free the remaining prisuners, who were
Chas. T. Gulick, W. T. Seward, John
F. Bowler, Robert W. Wilcox, Johu H.
Wise, Joseph Clatke, J. W. Bipikane,
and John Lilikoi. At nine thirty on
New Year's Day, the eight prisoners
were called from their cells into the
prison yard, aud there heard their par-
dons read with great interest. The
government was represented by Minister
Daman, Attorney-General W. 0. Smith,
aond Judge J. A. Magoon for the Board
of Prison Inspectors. The Attorney-
General read the pardons, and wade a
few remarks in kind tones, which were
answered by Major Seward with senti-
meats of regard for the clemency extend-
ed by the governmeut, the others show-.
ing their appreciation by grasping the
bands of the officials. A large crowd of
interested natives were gathered at the
outside gates, and when the Hawaiian
prisoners emerged from their confine-
ment of eleven months, they were greet-
ed with loud cheers.

¢ The Republic is stronger to-day than
ever, was the universal opinion. That
act of clemency on the part of Dole will
heal over the old sores, and we will soon
be a united people,’ said one of the
speclators,

This statement was borne out by the
number of royalists present at President
Dole’s New year reception, the hearty
congratulation and many both to the
head of the Republic and the Republic
itself.

President Dole’'s New Year reception,
just referred to, wae held in the Council
Chamber of the Executive building, and
was one of the most important and
magpilicent events in Honolulu scciety
the writer has had the pleasure of wit-
nessing. Preeident and Mrs. Dele show-
ed that courtesy, dignity, and at the
same time democracy due from the heads
of a republic and leaders in society. Mr.
and Mrs. Dole are in the prime of life,
gifted with strong commen seuse, and
what he possesses in executive ability
she has asa leader of society. Mrs. Dole
is a graceful and beautiful lady, unoted
for kindness of heart, and is as much ad-
mired as Ler excellent husband. Like
him she is one of the few people in this
world whose bead cannot be turned by
high political or socia! positions and
honors.

A. Kinaey, and a number of ladies rep-
resent! the besaty and fashion-of the
city, muking iogether a brilliant com-
pany.

During the afternoon Mrs,
Dole, Mrs. Paul Newman, Mri, Lawrey,
and several other ladies reccived the
young men of Honolulu in Y. M. C, A.
hall. Refrechments were served from
twelve to two, and from three to five :
hundred persons were present, including |
the principal business men of the city. ;

In the evening a concert was given in |
the same building, which was attended
by a large and appreciative audience, and
was in every way a success. The Y. M.
C. A. orchestra of twenty members ren-
dercd some excellent music,

On the whole, holidays in Honolulu.
after all, do not so materially differ from
holidays in the United States. In intel-
ligence, morality, aud sobriety Honolulu
will favorably compare with any city. of
its size in America.

HOT WAVE IN AUSTRALIA.

Vancouver, B. C., Feb. 28.—The
steamship Miowera has arrived from
Australian porte. Mail advices are to
the effect that besides terrille storms and
awful destruction to''marine property
along the Australian coast, the weather
on land has been unprecedently hot, and
the death 1ate from sun-stroke has been
excessively  high. In a great many
seciions thecrops are ruined. In Queens-
land 113 in the shade is the recorded
temperature, and in many places in
Australia the thermometer reached 125
in the shude.  Startling stories are to
hand of «vith fiom heat. On one day
previous to tie, sailing of the Miowera
eighty people were interred at Sydney.
Su great was the demand for graves that
managers of cemeteries had to engage a
number of assistants. Nearly all those
who succnmnbed were infants and aged
people.  In the crowded commercial
centres citizens are walking the streets
all night. Thereis a rush from
the city to the country. Records are]
zoming in from north, cast, south and
west of the terrible heat. Sheep and
cattle are dying in droves for want of
fodder and water,

In Queensland, New South Wales, and
Victoria, the heat has never been so ex-
cessive, Men, women, children and
horses drop down in the streets and die
before assistance can reach them. To
add to the distress scarlet fever and other
epidemics prevail in many localities,

Loss Exceeps ONE HUNDRED AND SEV.
ENTY FIvE THOUSAND.
Havirax, Mar. 1.—During the early
hours of this morning -.the mammoth
warehouses acd show rooms of Gordon
& Keith on Barringten and Granville
stieets were totally destroyed by fire,
The loss is 150,000, of which 890,000 1s
covered by insurance. This is exclusive
of the loss in the wooden building north
and south of Gordon & Kezith's, and of
the damage caused to the city club and
the Church of Englaad institute build-
ings, which will make # total of $10,000
more and bring the destruction of pro-
perty up to $175,000.
The following are the losses and in-

Miss Conway's dry goods building was
also destroyed: Insured in the Queen
for 2,500, No insurance on the stock.

The trained horse met
the fate of its owners.
