on Februiry 5th, 1420 the first Eog 
lish profession took plsce. Oa this 
iccaiioo twenty-four nuns, five 
priests, two deacon and four lay 
brothers made their solemn vows 
before Henry Cbicheley, Archbishop 
of Canterbury, the King being 
present at the ceremony.

The monastery reoelved many 
marks of royal favor. Henry V 
liberally endowed the foundation, 
sud Henry VI, Biwird IV, and 
Henry VII granted further favors; 
even Henry VIII in his early life 
was a benefactor, and it is recorded 
that he presented to the community 
1 copy ot bis book sgainst Lather. 
The many works of Mystical and 
Ascetical T teology produced during 
this time caused the abby to become 
ooe of the greatest centers of religi­
ous life in tbe country, and the fame 
of the learning and sanctity of i:s 
inmates was spread throughout the 
land.

Syon's Golden Age.
At (he very period when the 

storm of tbe Reformation swept 
over the country, the Abbey of Syon 
was at tbe height of its renowo, ooe 
of its best known writers at that time 
being Richard Whitford, author of 
the "Jesus Psalter," a work that was 
tbe comfort and stay of so many 
souls during the long, dark days of 
persecution, that only came to an 
end last century.

Syon was among the first of the 
monasteries to feel the full fury of 
the tempest, for Blessed Richard 
Reynolds, professed at the earliest 
age the Buie allowed, was one of 
those who saw clearly tbe effects of 
tbe struggle just beginning; he per­
ceived that fidelity to the Holy See 
was the strong rock agaiost which 
tbe new heresy was directed, and 
with fearless courage he opposed the 
pretensions of Heory VIII.

Sojurn in Portugal.
Io the May of 1594 they landed at 

Lsibon, and soon a chapel was built 
for them 00 a site presented by 
Portuguese lady. Troubles next arose 
owing to the singularity of tbe 
Bridgettine Rule, with the ecclesias 
tical authorities, and Frtber Foster 
was obliged to appeal to the Pope 
who validated their Rule, and placed 
them directly under his owo authority 
From this time forward they passed 
their time in comparative tranquility 
and from far-off England a steady 
stream of novices flawed in through 
the long sojurn of two hundred and 
sixty-seven years io a- strange land. 
They had, however, at lea,t one 
serious misfortune, for in the year 
1755 their monastery was destroyed 
by an earthquake.

In the early part of the nineteenth 
esntury tbe successes Io Spain of the 
revolutionary French army under 
Bonaparte began lo unsettle matters 
in Portugal. Tais alarmed the Ab­
bess, who hurriedly, but not wisely 
took her departure with some of the 
nuns for England. On their arrival 
here they went to Cowpen Hall, then 
to Somers Towo, later to Peckham, 
and eventually settled at Aston 
Hall. But this new foundation did 
not prosper, and after a tew yean 
ceased to exist.

Meanwhile the community in 
Lisbon were in the midst of the 
Peninsular war. Wellington’s troops 
seized their convent for a

St Polyoarp, Bishop 
was a disciple of St. 
wrote to tbe Pbilippians, exhorting

In 167, persecution 
broke out in Smyrna When Poly­
carp heard that bia pursuers were
