In 1556 a comet, supposed-to be the one

The head of the
comet exhibited the appearance of a bright
alobe of flame half the size of the full moon.

The
tail was slender 1 shape, and at first of a
red colour, ‘but afterwards it fided into a
pale and livid hue. The rays clustered very
thickly ronnd the head of the' comet. This
brilliant phenomenon was first seen in the
sign Libra, and disappeared in that of the
Northern Fish,

It these two comets be identical; a reap-
pearance during the present year may be
looked for with considerable confidence.—
Owing, however, to the want of repeated
and accurate observations, this point can-
not bo regarded as fully. settled—to say
nothing of purtubations caused by other
known and unknown members of the sys-
tem, to which the movements of comets are
liable, Should the expected visit take
place, it will add one more to the great
events of this year of wonders, and furnish
the science of astronomy with the materials
for a splendid triumph.—Boston Courier.
