REFUGEES HAR
A ROUGH TRIP

| Maltese Colony From Trip-
oli Reached Malta in
Bad Shape.

Malta, Oct. 3—A scene of consider-
able  confusion occurred at the quar-
antine station here early today when
the ritish steamer Castlegrath enter-
i the barbor,in the height of a se-
vere gale, crowded with 1,300 Maltese
refugees from Tripoli.

The passengers were huddled on the
deck clamoring to <gét to land after
three days with an insufficient supply
of food and water. Although there
has been no causalities, practically all
of the refugees were faint from hun-
ger and thirst., The port authorities
promptly ordered emergency measures
directing the vessel to dock immedi-
ately. Once ashore, the passengers
soon found relief forthcoming. Mem-
bers of the Maltese colony in Tripoli
went aboard the Castlegrath on #ri-
day morning at the suggestion of the
Eritish consul who feared “for their
in. the recent bombardment.,
The provisions were exhausted and se-
vere weather added to their disconi-
fort. 'The storm continued with se-
verity throughout their three days on
the water,

‘There is the greatest indignation
here over the laeck of foresight on
the part of the British authoritids in
Tripoli which resulted in the sending
of refugees away under such deplor-
able conditions as obtained on board
the Castlegrath.

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Turkey has been engaged in num-
erous wars with European powers in
the last century. The most notable
was the Crimean war (1854), the
nominal ‘cause of which was the re-
signs of Russia upon Constantinople.
The Czar had contrived by diplomacy
to set up some claim to a protectorate
over the Sultan’s Christian subjects in
Europe (about three-fifths of the
total population of European Tur-
key), and in 1853 made claims which
practically involved the disappearance
of Turkey as an independent Euro-
pean state. Britain and France
agreeéd- to support Turkey, and de-
ciared” war on Russia. The war
concluded, after many fearful en-
gagenfrents, including the battle of
Balaklava and Ihkerman, fought at
the siege of Sebastopol, with-the cap-
tuzre ‘oi Fort Malakoff, the key -to
e, Bussian position by the French,
In 1856 the Peace: of Paris was sign-
ed, by which Russia abandoned all
her claims. But these were again
set up and'in 1877 Russia and Turkey
were once more at war. This out-
break led to the intervention of Eng-
land, a British fleet being sent to
the Sea of Marmora In order to abate
the pretensions of Russia. The re-
sult was a peace congress of the
powers at Berlin in June, 1878, for
the purpose of regulating the whole
eastern question.
Turkey Humiliates Greece in 1897.
In 1880 German officers undertook
the reorganization of the Turkish
army and drafted military regula-
tions for the whole empire, which
came into force in 1887. . For: the
next ten years the Porte prudently
adhercd to a strictly pacific policy,
despite considerable aggravation from
Greece and Bulgaria (Prince Alexan-
der united East Roumelia to his prin-
cipality in 1885, and the Sultan ae-
cepted the fact without -a protest);
but he kept up a large army in view
of contingencies, and its efficlency was
at once apparent when, in APril, 1897,
wantonly provoked the Turks
to open war. Edhem Pasha easily
defeated the GreeKs, and in a few
weeks’ time occupied the whole of
Thessaly; and Greece was only saved
from the effects of her folly by hte
powers (Peace .of 'Constantinople,
December 4, 1897).
The Ruling Ottomans.

From the Ottomans, the  ruling
though by no means the most numer-
ous race in Turkey, comes the name
Ottoman Empire.
