found some half-dozen small holes only a very short distance 
in the clear part of the wood, which shows the liquid had pene-. 
Dated through tiie whole piece and the worms had hardly 
begun boring before coming in contact with it.

Last year as a test of some brands of Copper Paint we 
hendle, we had a similar piece of wood treated at both cuds, 
leaving the centre third clean ; this was in exactly the same 
place as the piece lor the Solignum test for Three Months and 
Three Days, when taken up the painted ends were perfect hut 
the centre was riddled with worm-holes.
