Of Germany’s Declaration of War on 
Russia.

Paris, August 1.—To-day, the sec­
ond anniversary of Germany’s de­
claration of war on Russia, was com­
memorated in the French press by 
special jijtiçles and features. A num­
ber of messages were printed from 
prominent personalities in allied and 
neutral countries, including the Kings 
of Serbia and Montenegro, Admiral 
Jellicoe, General Sir Sam Hughes, 
Elihu Root, Dr. Nicholas Murray But- 
-ler, General Cadorna, Premifer Rp- 
jnanones, of Spain, General Alexieff, 
Chief of the Russian Stçiï and the 
Russian and Belgian premiers.

General Alexieff says: “I think that 
we may now be said to have passed 
through the most difficult period of 
our great war. While still offering 
stubborn resistance our enemy is be­
ginning to weaken, but we have need 
to summon all opr powers yet before 
v,e dan hope to attain the definite gpal 
of our hopes.” y

Premier Sturmer, of Russia, says:—
“At the moment when the allies are 

entering upon the third year of the 
war the Russian government is more 
than ever resolved to continue the 
struggle to the end, and is firmly con­
vinced that, with the help of the Al­
mighty, the allies and ' the cause of 
justice and . equity will triumph.”
