in Paris of valuable strings of pearls
have been thrown into something like
consternation by the published opin-
ion of Dr, Louis Boutan, professor of
science at the University of Bordeaux
and an expert in pearls, that he and
other pearl experts are unable to dis-
tinguish between real pearls and those
artifically grown by the Japanese
The statement of Dr, Boutan, made
at the French Academy of Scienges,
removes the last hope concerning Jap-
anese pearls, which have been grown
in quantity since M. Mikimoto, the
Japanese scientist made his disgov-
ery. Pearls Rormally, are grown by
accident, through a fine grain of sand
entering the shell of the oyster. The
white substance, called a pearl, grows
inside an oyster and is a secretion,
‘caused by the effort of the shell-fish
to get rid of the foreign substanoce.
Mikimoto conceived the idea of open-
ing oysters and inserting the foreign
substance, or grain of sand, that for-
merly came there accidently. Since
Japanese began to grow pearls arti-
fically, there has been muech discuss-
joh whether these néw péarls would
affect the value of the accidently
grown pearls. The only difference
would appear to be in the pearl seed,
or grain of géed, and now it is
claimed by Dr. ,Bouu.n that even this !
difference cannot be detected.
statement of Dr. Boutan is categoric:
“1¢ T did not have a certificate of or-
igin when sections of - pearls were
shown me, pearls. cut-into sections
for testing purposes, I' would not be
able, to say which pearl is artifical.”

coming in September, 1918, of Field
Marshall Sir Edmund H. H. Allenby,
G.C.B,, commander of the Alled
forces in Asia Minor. And the pas-'
sage of the centuries from B.C. 1300
to A.D. 1918 is recorded by various
other carvings, in all not less than 12
and each describing the march of a
victorious army. The cliff selected for
the carving of these historic records is
at the mouth of the Dog River, 10
miles northeast of Beirut, in Syria.
This strip of country lying between
the Lebanons and Egypt has been the
bridge between the ancient empire of
the Valley -of the Nile and Mesopo-
tamia, and over - it has passed the
armies of the ancient, medieval and
modern worlds. The narrowest. point
is where the Lebanon mountains come
close to the sea, and at this place
Rameses II. set the precedent of com-
memorating his conquests by hewing
out a pamnel on the face of the cliff.
His example has been followed by
others through the centuries wuntil
now there are a dozen of them. They
are all cut about four or five inches |
deep, from five to nine feét high, and |
from two to four and a half feet in
width, The storms of more than 3,000
years have beaten upon some of them,
but still the figures of the ancient
Egyptian conquerors are easily dis-
cernable as they stand with their
right arms uplifted in an attitude of
victory. The hieroglyphics have  long
since disappeared except to the
trained eye of the archaeelogist. Sev-
eral Assyrian conguerors led their
armies through this pass, including
the great Senmacherib, who threaten-
ed Jepusalem, but whose army was
smitten by “the breath of the Lord,”
and fer a century and a quarter the
city was saved from its foes. Alexand-
er the Great led his conquering hosts
through the same defile on his way
