Horace Greeley Sesames the 

Editorship of the Tribune.

The Presidential Elections.

The English Press on the Elec­
tions

New York, Oct. 7.—The Tribune pub­
lishes the following as a card :—“ The 
undersigned resumes the editorship of 
the Tribune, which he relinquished on 
embarking in another line of business six 
months ago. Henceforth it shall be his 
endeavour to make this a thoroughly in­
dependent journal, treating all parties 
and political movements with judicial 
fairness and candour, but courting the 
favour and deprecating the wrath of no 
one. If he can hereafter say anything 
that will tend to unite the whole Ameri­
can people on the broad platform of uni­
versal amnesty and unpartial suffrage, he 
will gladly do so. For the present, how­
ever, he can best commend that consum­
mation by silence and forbearance. The 
victors in our late struggle can hardly 
fail to take the whole subject of Southern 
rights and wrongs into early and earnest 
consideration, and to them, for the, pre­
sent, he remits it. Since he will never 
again be a candidate for any office, and is 
not in accord with either of the great 
parties which Have hitherto divided the 
country, he will be able, and will endea­
vour, to give wide and steadier regard to 
the progress of science, industry and 
useful arts than a partisan journal can 
do, and he will not bo provoked to in­
dulge in those bitter personal terms which 
are thé recognized bane of journalism. 
Sustained by a generous public, he will 
do his best to make the Tribune a power 
in the broader field it now contemplates, 
ns when human freedom was in peril it 
was in the arena of political partisanship.

Atlanta, Ga., Nov. 6.—The Republican 
gains are heavy, and will be about 30,000. 
The returns indicate the election of seven 
Democrats and two Republicans to Con­
gress.

Nashville, Tenn., Nov. 6.—Greeley’s 
majority in this State is estimated at 
20,000. The State Committee believe 
that the Republicans have elected seven 
out of nine Congressmen.

Jackson, Miss., Nov. 6.-The Republi­
cans claim this State by 3,500 majority. 
They elect five out of six Congressmen.

Baltimore, Nov. 6.—The returns indi­
cate Greeley’s majority in this State to be 
3,000. .

New York, Nov. 6.—The vote in this 
city for Mayor, with few districts to hear 
from which cannot materially affect the 
result, is as follows Lawrence, 45,388 ; 
O’Brien, 31,121 ; Havemeyer, 58,808. •

San Francisco, Nov. 6.—Grant’s ma­
jority in this State may be safely put 
down at 5,000.

Grant’s majority in Oregon is estimated 
at 1,000.

St. Louis, Nov. 7.—The returns from 
the State are very meagre. The Demo­
crats claim from 30,000 to 40,000 of a 
majority. The Republicans concede 
20,000 to 30,000.

London, Nov. 6.—The Daffy Telegraph 
in referring to the re-election of General 
Grant, says :—“ No one deserves it better 
of his country or is worthier of the place 
among the illustrious men who have 
twice held the Presidential office. Eng­
land has had cause to complain of many 
things, but President Grant’s policy to­
wards her has never been wilfully petu­
lant or hostile,” The Telegraph hopes 
that the United States will now take care 
of Mexico and Cuba. It believes that the 
West, not the East, demands their atten­
tion.

The Standard upholds the principles 
on which the Southern States seceded 
from the Union, as Republicanism, which 
it denounces as the definition of the pas­
sions of a temporary majority and as 
identified with personal and.political cor­
ruption in consequence of the supremacy 
of the Republican party. The States are 
loaded with enormous febts, and foreign 
holders of their securities receive nothing. 
The Republicans are responsible for the 
insurrection in Cuba, an anarchy in 
Mexico, and the murder of the Emperor 
Maximillian. The Democrats, however, 
are no better. _____

A State Ruled by Women.—Among 
the Holland possessions there is a re­
markable State Which, in its constitution 
and the original customs of its inhabit­
ants, surpass the boldest dreams of Am­
erican emancipation ladies. Upon the 
island of Java, between the cities of Ba­
tavia and Samarang, lies the little king­
dom of Bantam. Although tributary to 
Holland, it is an independent State, poli­
tically without importance, yet happy, 
rich, and einoe time immemorial governed 
and defended by women. The sovereign 
is indeed a man, but all the rest of the 
government belongs to the fair sex. The 
King is entirely dependent upon his State 
Council,composed of three womèn. The 
highest authorities, all State officers, 
court functionaries,military commanders 
and soldiers, are, without exception, of 
the female sex. The men are agricult­
urists and merchants. The body-guard 
of the King is formed of the female elite 
These amazone ride in the masculine style 
wearing sharps steel points instead of

Sors. They carry a pointed lance,which 
ey swing very gracefully, and also, a 

musket, which is discharged at* full 
gàllop. The throne is inheritable by 
the eldest son, and in case the King dies 
without issue, a hundred elected amazons 
assemble, in order to choose a successor 
from among their own sons. The chosen 
one is then proclaimed lawful King. The 
capital city of the little State lies in one 
of the most picturesque parts of the is­
land in a fruitful plain, and is defended 
by two well-kept fortresses.—November 
Galaxy.
