For the second time within a 
week Southern Michigan was in the 
grasp of a furious snowstorm. The 
ferries were partly unmanageable, and 
were drifted on the middle ground with 
the wind and masses of flowing ice.

All the boats were released today 
without inconvenience, beyond the de- 
lay. The storm has ceased, and the 
weather today turned soft and mild.

Chicago, March 6.—The most dis- 
agreeable storm of the winter set in 
yesterday afternoon, and at midnight 
showed no sign of abatement. Snow 
fell in little icy pellets that almost cut 
the skin when they were carried along 
by the full force of a 30-mile wind. 
One man was killed and scores of per- 
sons injured by falling down on the 
icy sidewalks.

Reports from all parts of Illinois, 
Iowa and Wisconsin tell of similar con- 
ditions. Much damage is said to have 
been done to fruit trees.
Malone. N. Y., March 6. —Northern 

New York is experiencing another big 
storm. The snow has fallen fast for 
the last five hours, the storm coming 
from the north. The superintendent 
of William Rockefeller’s preserve on 
Debar Mountain, in the Adirondacks, 
reports the snow 5 feet 2 inches on 
the level.

City Hall Notes.
The semi-official Post, of Berlin, 

urges the German press to cease abus- 
ing the British out or sympathy for 
the Boers, and asserts that the Boer 
army contains but 46,500 men.

The officials in the city engineer’s 
department are still after the street 
railway company for not living up to 
their street cleaning agreement. This 
morning a second letter was sent to 
the company in order to hasten their 
operations, if possible. , Assistant City 
Engineer Ironside was over the ground 
again this morning. In only one ward 
was the company cleaning the streets, 
and only a few men were working 
there. "It’s not because men are lack- 
ing," he said. There are lots of men 
who would be glad to have the work. 
They are simply waiting to let the 
weather do what they should do. The 
weather did the work for them all 
right after the last snowstorm, but 
this time the company has apparently 
waited for a repetition of the occur- 
rence too long to suit the engineer.

The full staff of corporation laborers 
was at work this morning, endeavoring 
to open the drains. at was a difficult 
task. Mr. Ironside said that the 
streets were in the worst condition to- 
day that he- had ever seen them.

Last night it took the city council 
just four hours to decide upon spend- 
ing $150 on a breakwater, pass a 
patriotic resolution, and vote a small 
sum of money to three London sol- 
diers.
