—Hundred* of Alleged Vic- 
time—Branches in Lon­

don and Brantlord.
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It is said there will be some sensational 
developments when an investigation is 
made into the charges of fraud and con­
spiracy made against William A. Sheppard, 
of Montreal, the head man in the “Domin­
ion Business Exchange and Employment 
Agency,” branches of which he recently 
established in London and Brantford.

Montreal detectives sought him in this 
city, but finally found him in Brantford 
Friday and arrested him, while he was en­
joying a performance in the Opera House 
there. He returned home with the officers, 
accompanied by his wife and child. The 
particular charge for which lie was taken 
into custody was one made against him by 
T. Strong, of Montreal, who accuses Shep­
pard of defrauding him of $300, which the 
latter paid to obtain a partnership and be­
come manager of a branch agency in that 
city.

The Montreal Witness says: “Sheppard 
is the man who has run the Place d'Arme's 
Employment Agency for several years. 
For the past two years the following ad­
vertisement, or one similar to it, have been 
frequently seen in the columns of some of 
the papers.
TATANTED-TRAVELING SALESMAN- 

Timekeeper, hotel clerk, storeman, 
express driver, coachman, stableman, farm 
hands, railway laborers. Apply at once, 5 
Place d'Armes.________________________

"It would be difficult to tell how many 
poor girls, laborers, emigrants and others, 
have paid into the hands of the men that 
operated this concern their last dollar with 
the hope that it might be the means of se­
curing for them an honest position, and 
keeping them from starvation, or what 
was still worse, be compelled to beg. 
The detectives say they will bring forward 
100 cases that would be enough, at least 
from a moral standpoint to condemn the 
runners of the agency. Enticed by the 
glowing terms of the advertisement a 
young man from a neighboring country 
town called in reply thereto. He was told 
that as ho was a nice clever young man ho 
had better go into class ‘A'; that means 
the $5 class. This, he was told, was sure 
to bring him some position above the 
average. ADelighted by the glibe talk of the 
agent and his nimble, well-trained assist- 
ants, he hands over his money, is requested 
to sign a card, which is his membership 
card, and then asked to call to-morrow. 
Ho is ushered out, and as he passes out 
another passes in, each one in his turn."

The witness relates the case of a young 
school teacher who paid $300 to obtain a 
agency.

“The young school teacher was sent to 
one of the agency's outposts and told that 
he would get a commission on all he made. 
This meant that if he could secure from 
some poor servant girls, emigrants or 
others, $40 per week that he might keep 
$15 and hand over the balance to the boss 
agent. The young man stayed at the out­
post one week and then left. ‘Why did 
you leave?' was asked. Now mark 
his answer: * Because I found that 
the whole business was a fraud and 
when there 1 was ashamed to hold up my 
head while walking on the street. I was also 
ashamed to tell anyone what I was doing. 
I came from honest parents and decided 
that my good name was worth more to me 
than any • oney, so I left, and I am glad I 
did. If it had been in' New York or Chi­
cago 1 should have investigated it, but 
being in Montreal I made up my mind it 
was all right.'
