was called to a suspiolous telegram from a 
Hongkong firm-to Its branoh in Canton or­
dering the shipment of certain packages. 
The authorities were notified and the pack­
ages, which proved to be five barrels of 
pistols and ammunition labelled « cement,’ 
were seized on their arrival. On the steam­
er from Hongkong came 400 men who ex­
pected to aid in the revolt. The Canton of­
ficials, however, captured 75 of them. The 
revolution lets bad no weapons ; bnt it was 
learnsd that they were to be supplied 
by friends in the oity. This seizure of arms 
and the capture of those implicated com­
pletely thwarted the attempt and the au­
thorities are now making diligent eearoh for 
the leader as well as for more weapons. It 
is said there are thousands in sympathy 
with the movement. ”

The plan of the organization, which 
originated in Hongkong and was taken up 
fn Oaaten, was first to oaptare the oity 
treasury and next to demolieh the Viceroy’s 
palace. By this time they expected to have 
sufficient aid to storm the oity. It was 
next expected to proclaim an independent 
government and to take measures to hold 
the oily. The movement has Involved the 
Christiane to a considerable extent and 
great excitement prevails, especially inside 
the city near a chapel which had been used, 
unknown to the missionary, as a sort of 
rendezvous for some of the conspirators.

Therefore, it ie added, there ia nothing new 
in the situation ; moreover, it is pointed out 
that a fall understanding bas been estab­
lished between the powete in regard to the 
situation in Turkey, and no apprehension 
exist*.*f any one power taking independent 
aotiea.

Constantinople, Dec. 5.—The extra 
guardehip problem is still unsolved, and the 
rumor that a specified time hae been given 
the Saltan within which te grant the per­
mit demanded by Great Britain, Austria, 
Russia and Italy, is still discussed, and re­
mains uncontradloted from any official 
scarce. Daring the past twenty-four hours 
there have been frequent cabinet 
councils at the palace and several ex­
changee of communications with the re­
présenta tivee of the powers, but no 
decision seems to have been arrived at,

Delay at any price seems to be the main 
feature of the tactioe of the Sultan, and to 
• ’tain this end the Turks are working 
studiously night and day with all the skill 
of Eastern diplomacy. The Turks ave still 
ahead in spite of the efforts of apparently 
united Europe. There seems to be no 
doubt that the Saltan or the powers must 
beak down in a day or eo.

further delay, little or no attention has been 
paid to the matter beyond conveying to 
Abdul Hamid the intimation that another 
change of ministry would in no way alter 
the determination of the powers to take any 
action they may think advisable under the 
cironmstancee. All the Turkish ministers 
are guarded and all are in fear of their lives, 
not only dreading assassination at the hands 
of the Armenians, but standing in great ap­
prehension of being summarily dealt with 
by the Sultan, who is described as being 
frantie with helpless rage and as likely to 
wreak vengeance upon any or all of his 
ministers.

Rome, Dec. 5. —A dispatch received this 
morning from Constantinople, dated Decem­
ber 5, says that Said Pasha, president of the 
Turkish council ot state, formerly Grand 
Vizier, has taken refuge in the British em­
bassy at Constantinople, believing himself 
net ealy to be in danger of arrest but fearing 
for his fife,

Berlin, Deo. 5.—The Cologne Gazette to­
day announces that the Russian squadron of 
seven battleships and nine torpedo boats, 
are anchored off Sebastopol, under orders to 
hold themselves in readiness to sail in 24 
hours’ notice. It is added that the orders 
for assembling this squadron were issued a 
month ago when Russia assumed that Great 
Britain might attempt to send war vessels 
through the Dardanelles without the consent 
of the Sultan.

SENATOR MURPHY.

Montreal, Dec. 5.—(Special)—Edward 
Murphy, one of the members of the Do­
minion Senate for the Montreal district, 
dropped dead this morning. He was born 
in 18l8 in the county of Carlow, Ireland, 
and arrived In Montreal with his parents in 
1824. He wae twice married—to a daughter 
of the late Thomas McBride, Dublin, Ire­
land, and, on the death of his first wife, to a 
daughter of the late Judge Power, of Que- 

•beo. For many years Mr. Mnrphy was an 
employe ef the wholesale hardware firm of 
Frobhiegham & Workman, of which he be 
came a partner in 1859. He served the 
public in a number of poiltiona of trust, wae 
especially prominent as a promoter of the 
cause of temperance, and wae for a number 
of terms President of St Patrick’s Temper­
ance Society. Since 1879 he hae been a har­
bor commissioner ; wae appointed chevalier 
of the Sacred and Military Order of the 
Holy Sepulchre to 1882, and was called to 
the Senate of Canada in 1889. He was an 
honest, philanthropic and able man, and In 
hie every capacity was characterized by hie 
lack of ostentation.

HAWAIIAN CABLE.

Washington, Deo. 6.—Senator Hale’s 
project, which had Its origin at the last ses­
sion, for the establishment of a cable line 
between this country and Hawaii under gov­
ernmental control, is to be pushed onward 
again this winter. The original proposition 
passed the senate in the consular and diplo­
matic bill, bnt was left out in the house. 
Senator Hale has prepared a new bill, which 
he will Introduce at an early date. It Is 
learned that the Hawaiian government, de* 
siroue of the establishment of this cable 
neotton, has guaranteed a subsidy of «40 000 
a year. It ie the determination èf the 
friends of the movement that the U S. 
government shall absolutely control the pro­
ject, but owing to the eubeidy-by the islands 
the scope of the bill will be modified in snob 
a way ae to provide for a subsidized line, 
not built by the government, but at the die- 
position of the United States at both ends.

Washington, Dec 5 —A number of bills 
were introduced in the senate to day; among 
them was one by Senator Mills, directing 
the secretary of the treasury to have all the 
silver in the treasury coined into subsidiary 
coin and providing that when the revenues 
of the government shall be insufficient to 
meet current expenses the secretary shall 
Issue non-interest bearing legal tender treas­
ury notes in atoonnts enffioi- nt to cover the 
deficiency aqd pay oat fhe same in the car- 
rent expenditures of the government ; and 
alee that wheto the gold reserve In the treas­
ury shall be to excess of «100,000,000, end 
legal tender5libtee are presented for redemp 
tion in eoto, they shell be redeemed in either 
gold or silver ooln et the discretion oft the 
secretary. The bill alio provides that when! 
the reserve***! fill tietow «100 000.000 the 
secretary shall redeem the no tea in Stiver. 
It closes with a declaration for the mainten­
ance of the parity of the two metale and 
provision for the repeal of all laws authoriz­
ing the Issuance of interest bearing bonds.

4.ATLANTIC COAST STORMS.

Halifax, Deo. 6.- (Special)—The heavi­
est wind storm for many years visited the 
coast this morning, extending to Gape Bre­
ton. Great damage has been done to ship­
ping Interests, although to far as known no 
lives were lost, although about twenty 
schooners were wrecked and stranded. Two 
of the Dominion Coal Company’s barges, at 
anchor to Halifax harbor, were torn from 
their moorlnes, one being sunk and the 
other partially wrecked.
