West Coast Want Direct Road

Ilits policy is awaited with the liveliest

Question.

to Victoria—Government
Ownership.

Mr. A, W. Neill, M. P. P. for Alberni,
informed a Colonist representative yes-
terday that the West Coast people are
proud to be able to say that they h'a‘ve
at last a regular shipping mine. The
Monitor, on Alberni Canal, owned by a
New York syndicate, is now shipping
about 200 tons a wee
smelter, and from all accounts the Te-
ults are highly satisfactory. 1he’
of development at the Hayes mine 1§ ‘2l
vancing apace, and just bgtore Mr. T deidl
left Alberni a new and rich strike , was
reported. The company 18 W orking
steadily, extending the unde rground
workings and blocking out larce bodies
of ore in such a way that WP en steping
and drifting begh an imD ense lot of
ore will be immediately aval (able. Mean-
time no shipments are beir.g made; pos-
sibly the owners hope t0 have a home
smelter by the time they are ready to
sell their ore.

The Dominion government telegraph’
line from Clayoquot to Alberni is to be
pushed to completion forthwith, and will
prove a valuable medium of communica-
tion to West Coast mineis, merchants
and mariners. The need of this tele-
graph line has been felt for some time,
and its completion is eagerly looked for-
ward to by the whole community.

The great question with the people of
Alberni and the West Coast generally is
the proposed Island railway. Much
anxiety is felt as to the intention of the
government, and the announcement of

interest.

“Of course,” said Mr. Neill, “it is the
hope and desire of the people of my con-
stituency that the railway to the ndrth
end of the Island shall touch tide-water
at the head of Alberni Canal. The ex-
tension of the road northward from its
present terminus ax Wellington would
be of no service whatever to Alberni,
but if a road were built from, say, Dun-
can, or some other point on the E & N.,
to Alberni, it would traverse a rich agri-
cultural, timber and mining ecountry,
and would give us direct connection
with Viectoria. ‘The deflection of the
line to Alberni would not lengthen the
road to any great extent, and that
would be more than recompensed by the
valuable territory which it would serve
to open up. It might be said that such
a line would, be taking the railway
away from the coal mines, but when it
is considered. that Alberni is only 1
miles distant from Union, that argu-
ment will not stand.

“A branch line from Union to Alberni
would not serve the same purpose for
the West Coast, as it would prove a
roundabout way of getting to and from
the mines. Another important point
which Victoria should bear in mind is
that a direct . road to Alberni would
secure to her merchants the growing
trade of the,West Coast, which prom-
ises in time tp be as important as the
much-talked-of northern trade. Our
idea is a direct road from some con-
venient point on the E. & N, to Alberni,
thence across to Union and on to the
North; or the main line might be con-
tinued northward up the centre of the
Island, with branches to Union and
other points desired. If the government
can so frame its policy as to give us this
road, it may count on the approval and
support of the whole West Coast.

“ West Coast people wonder,” econ-
tinued Mr. Neill, “why Vietorians are
so careless of -their best interests as to
neglect the advantages offered them in
the mining and other industries of tl}at
country. The opportunities for building
up and maintaining a profitable trade
are manifest to all who know the dis-
trict, but the people of Victoria seem
always to look further afield when
seeking investments, and neglect the vir-
gin territory which lies almost at their
doors.”

CHILLIWACK.

The ravages of the cutworm in Chilli-
wack district last season were more seri-
ous than most people imagine, and the
consequences are being felt by the far-
mers whose crops were destroyed. Not-
withstanding the heavy damages which
they sustained, the people are by mno
means down-hearted, and look forward
to the coming season to retrieve their
losses of last year. Their representa-
tive, Mr. C. W. Munro, said to a 'Col-
onist representative yesterday, that the
feeling in the district was one of un-
shaken confidence in its capabilities,
which was evidenced by the . prepara-
tions for spring work which was visible
on every -hand.

The burning question in Chilliwack at
present is the railway, said Mr. Munro;
little else is talked about. It is felt by
everybody that the district eannot hope
for any large or permanent measure of
prosperity umtil it is traversed by a rail-
way which will give direct and cheap
connection with the Coast cities and Vie-
toria. The farmers are anxious to ex-
tend their operations by bringing more
land under cultivation and raising larger '
crops, but they are deterred from risking ,
labor and money in that direction until |
they feel agsured that their efforts will
be rewarded. It is impossible to dis-
pose of their produee at a fair profit un-
der existing conditions. The well-being
of the district is retarded for lack of a
railway, and perfect control will not be
extablished until one is built.

If the goyvernment could build and
operate’ the railway, its action would
meet with the approval of the people of
Chilliwack. ' They consider such a policy
the best in the interests of the distriet,
and the province generally, but failing
government ownership, their next desire

J. A. MAHOOD DEAD.

The Surveyor, Engineer and Explorer,
Passed Away Yesterday

There passed away in this city yester-
day morning one of that circle of sur-
veyors and explorers, who have done
so much to open up to the world the lit-
tle known portions of this province and
other parts of the Pacific Coast. The
deceased, Mr. J. A. Mahood, during his
thirty years’ residence here, had visit-
ed almost every section of the province,
and generally in advance of other white
men, being engaged on many of the ex-
ploratory surveys earried on by the gov-
ernment. His greatest work, though,
was in connection with the dream of the
early sixties, the .overland telegraph line
from the Atlantic seaboard of America,
across the continent to British Colum-
bia, up the coast to Alaska and across
Behring straits to Siberia amd thence
to Hurope. As is well known, this
work was abandoned when the Atlantic
cable proved a success. Mr. Mahood
was major of the corp of engineers sent
from America to survey Northern Si-
beria, for the line. When the work was
abandoned, Mr. Mahood returned to
America, and ‘a few years afterwards
made: the surveys for the forts around
San Francisco bay. He came to Brit-
ish Columbia in 1872, and, as said, took
works
which have been carried on since that
time. For several months his health
has been failing, and he passed quietly
away yesterday morning at the resi-
dence of his sister, Mrs. Berkley, Bur-
dett avenue. He was a native of St.
Andrews, N. B.

The funeral will take place at 2:30 to-
morrow afternoon from his sister’s re-
sidence, and a few minutes later at
Christ Church cathedral.
