To the Baditor of the Maritime Farmer:

Drar Sk —As T have received many
valuable hints on agriculture throu
{your paper, T would like through the
same mediom t0 give to wmy brother
farmers my of growing tarnips,
50 88 to save them from the attacks of
the black flies.

First mix some air-slaked e through
the seed, and sprinkle enough water
over them to make the lime adhere to
the seed ; let it remain for twenty-four
hours and then Tabh thom through the
hands 30 as to clear the seed from the
Time. The lime kills a small insect that
is on the sced, which feeds on the seeds
while they are germinating in the ground.

Having prepared the drills for sowing,
mix about six times the quantity of five
honemeal that they are of seed, and sow
them, about four pounds of seed to the
acre. In sowing, I use a Planet Junior
No. 2Seed Drill, which has h‘:d wmore
satisfactory than any other Ve ever
tried. The honemeal is a great benehit
to the seed in breaking through the top
soil and also sustains young plants
until they reach the: manure under the
drills, between every other dnill,
sow rape seed.  The rape seod germin-
ates more rapidly than the turmip, and
being more tender, draws the fiies from
the tarnips.  The rape seed heing be-
tween the drills is easily killed in hoe
time hy using a horse cultivator,
