must produce a calf in order to be &
yielder of milk, This kind of calf-
breeding is s great evil. It tends to
perpetuate the race of scrab ocat
which out to be doomed to extinctil¥.
No calf should be permitted be
born that is not it to' five, and that
will not, in some form, be & source of
profit to the owner, There are some
who ‘“ deacon” the oalves, as the Ame-
ricans call it; that is, kill them ae
soon as the cow’s milk is fit for use
for family or dairy purposes. Even
at that age the skin sells for some-
thing, and the flesh worth a trifle for
dofu' meat. Bat there is a cool, cal-
culating barbarity about this practice
that sets many against it, and justly.
It seems kind of trifling with life to
make & mere temporary pretext of it
for milk-getting. 8o far as dollars
and cents go, it pays better than to
fat the cslf for the butcher, or for
bome consumption. Is not that a eon.
clusive argument in its favor ? It may
bo 1o rome paople.

There are those who look upon any
considerations except hard money-
getting ones, as unworthy s moment's
thought. Of course, these would re-
morselessly kill a calf the moment it
is born, if they gould make a trifle by
it. Kvery oresture that comes into
beipg bas a right to life, liberty, and
the pursait of happiness, in subordin.
ation to higher interests. It onghbt to
bave an existence bappy enough and
lung enough to recompense it for be-
ing born. An apimal may be alti.
mately destined to tho slaughter, but
kindly treuted, well-fed, and wholly
aneonscious of the fate that ix in store
for_it, may have a _very enjoyabie ex
istence and find * life warih liviog”
I think we should aim at that in the
rase of all inferior tribes that are sub
jeut to oar sway, .
The oalf slaughtered at three days
old is cheated out of all this, and the
one fatted for thg shambles is not
treated muaoh better. Forcibly separ-
ated from its mother, tied up when its
natare is to frolio around, fed to ex-
cess to fatten it ss quiokly as possible,
and asually shut up ia the dark fora
similar reasqn, there is litile Lhat is
desirable in its brief ozistence. It
might ba made a soarce of profit to
the breeder and the owner of it, if
kept till towards & year old, and sold
as young beef. Karly maturity is
worthy of recognition. Steers under
one year, when made to dress from
500 to 600 lbs. each, is oevdainly more
wholesome than either immatare calf-
flesh, or aver-fud ateer-meat.

1t wounld seem then to be part of
wisdom as well as bumanity, to breed
only choice ocalves, rear the best
females, and prepare the males and
the pobrer females for early slangbter
in the meat market. There is another
important aspect of this subjéet, and
that is the desirsblencas of dairy
farmers raising their own milch cows.
Usually, in the pass, they bave made
na scoount of the ocalves, but bave
been in baste o get the full usefalness
of the dam. In view of the.unprofit-
ableness of many cows, and the im-.
perative necessity for raising & better
olass of cows, it is felt by the best
dairymen that the breedisg of dairy
cattle on the farma where they are to
live, and be mitked, is a matter that
muat be nrrdx on public attention.
The best of beifers can be brought up
without mach interference with the
motber's yield of milk after the first
three days. Daring tha\ period the
calf should be allowed to swek its
mother for \wo good and sofficient
roasona, Kirst, the milk is valueless
/for any other purpose during that
space of time after calving. Second-
Iy, Natare bas provided in the first
milk, a gentle laxative whioh olears
the calt’s stomach of secumulations of
fetal matter, aod gives digestion a
staty, A large percentage of the
calves which die shortly sfter birth.
arg jost in consequence of this fatal
acoumalation not being properly got
rid of. It does not, as many sappose,
make it barder to teach the calf to
drink becsuse it bhas sucked tbree
dsys. There is no difficalty in bring-
ing up calves independently of the
cow, and it is ulleged by those who
buve bad experience, that as good
yearlings can be produced by the use
of skim-milk aod other foods, as
by the use of now milk! Cartaialy,
