Rev. John Smith, of the Presbyterian
gynod of Teronto and Kingston, said they
bad carvied, without & single dissenting
Voice, 2 resolution to have the reading of
the bible in schools made compulsory.
This resolution, with that passed by the
synod of London and Hamilton, showed that
the Presbyterians of the provinee were
unanimous. :
Mr. Cochrane, moderator of the
eneral assembly of the Presbyterian church
%u Canada, spode on behalf of the synod of
Lsndon and Hamilton. He stated that the
morality of the Scoteh Presbyterians was
\lue to the fact that the bible was read in
their schooly, It is very uofair that the
bible cannot be used as a text-book. The
Catholics have now their separate: schools
and other schools are sapported almost
wholly by protestants.

Bishop Hellmuth spoke on behalf of the
Huron Anglican synod, and the Rev. Prin-
cipal Nelles, Victoria college, = for the
Toronto Methodist conference,

Rev. Provost Bodﬁ of Trinity ;college,
represented the syno of Toronto, which
like the others is nnanimotis. He said the
object of the deputation was simply to ask
the government to carry out what they
have on their statute books, i.e., to make
the study of the bible -obligatory.

In reply tte attorney-general said he was
pleased to meet the deputation end per-
sonally entirely sympathized with it; he
could not agree with it inthe fact that
education is not beneficial unless accom-
pauied by religious instruction; but with
good religiou-instruction it was ten times
Detter. As the minister of education was
pot present and not having bad aoy
communication with his co leagues he
was unable to give any definive an-
swer to the - deputation. He t
qnoted extensively from the school law
and regulations to clearly explain the
present system, and in conclusion said
thit now the subject was prought before
him he would give it his meml attention.

Rey. Mr.!Laing of Dundas, in reply to the
attorney general’s remarks, said the pro-
gram of studies introdaced some years ago
led to the disu-e of the bible. It was so ex-
tensive as not to admit of & bible lesson
being put in edgewise:
