THE PACIFIC SLOPE.

How Canada’s @&reat Transcontinental
Route 1s Progressing—John Chinaman.

H. F. Keefer, purchasing agegt for all
the work of the Canadian Pacific railway
on the western side of the Rocky Moun-
tains, supplied a Montreal Star reporter
with some interesting facts connected with
the progress of . the work on the Pacific
Slope.  ‘‘Mr. Onderdonk,” he said, *“ has
at present upwards of 8000 men employed.
Six thousand of these are Chinamen, who
earna dollar aday. The Chinese are good
laborers in light work, in sand work ; but
are not much account on the rock. The
beauty of a Chinaman is that he is
easily satisfied; he 'does mot strike
and he is contented with fish and dried
fruit for his board.” There are also a
great number of Indians employed on the
works, who are earning nearly as good
wages as white men, and ranging as high
as $2.50 a day. There is at present ample
work for any amount of laborers, and such
a thing as an able-bodied pauper willing
to work does not exist in the entire prov-
ince. Stone cutters and carpenters are
earning as high as from $4.50 to $5 a day,
and masons, bricklayers and all skilled
laborers are very much in demand. The
Island railway from Nanaimo to Esqui-
malt will be commenced in the spring,
and the future of the province is ot the
brightest.

The Woemen of the Salvation Army.

We find that where women have an

equaN¢hance they are as capable of man-
agement as men We ‘have a right to
speak, becapse we know. We haveatpre-
sent some 800 women officers at home and
abroad ; and I dare challenge any doctors
or professors to produce a list of students
in any profession whose improvement and
development both in private and pablic
shall compare with an equal namber of our
women for the last five years. It is acom-
mon thing with us for a young woman to
learn to.read and write in three or four
morths, and frequently in six months
to be able to write a very passable re-
port of her . staticn, Some. of our girls
have learned music so as o play two or
three instrunients by note, and have mas-
tered the fundamentals of a plain education
in the same space of time. Others have
learned French and other languages so far
as to be able to speak in publicin the space
of nine or twelve months: Many also have
developed considerable organizing and
business ability, managing and marshall-
ing a large mass of untaught and undisci-
plined minds, supervising the work of
numerous subordinate officers, keeping
check accounts of money against local
treasurers and sccretaries, and other mis-
cellaneous business, which, if I mistake
not, would sorely puzzle some of their
eritics.
