THE MOVEMENT SO FAR CONFINED

A Deputation Coming West to Interview
the Men Here—The Mechanical Super®
Intendent’'s ®pinion,

MONTREAL, May 1.—The Grand Trunk
Workmen went on strike this morning,
Fifty men, however, went to work, ard there
were three policemen on guard. Those at
work are mostly French,

The ascistant general manager of the Grand
Trunk, Mr, Walinwright, sags he will receive
no official intima'tion of the strike until Mon-
day. The bulk of the men were not expected

to return until Monday, having been shut out
by the flood until that day. It will then be
8een how far the orders of the committee will
avail, ‘Mr, Wainwright said that no conces-
;l](;l; whatever would be made to the work-

In an interview with a Witness reporter to-
day. Mr. Wallis, mechanical superintendent,
remarked, as an indication of the falling off in
the €ost of machinery, that they can purchase
locomotives for $6000 to-day which cost $9000
in 1833 and $12,000 in 1882, He also insisted
that he had shown the 10 per cent. reduction
to be only temporary, and that when the old
rates we®e warranted by improved rates the
men would get them, Hesays that the Grand
Trunk coul destroy 450 freight and twelve
passenger cars, with thirty-two -engines, and
still have the complete capital stock intact.

The men meet to-morrow morning again to
discuss the sithation, and expect then to hear
from some delegates who went west yester-
day to see the men of the western division,

A large mass meeting of the mechanics
employed in the car and locomotive works of
the Grand Trunk %t Point St. Clarles was
held in that vicinity yesterday morning to
discues the proposition of the general man-
ager to reduce the wages of the men ten per
cent. In openirg the meeting the chairman
referred to the reception the deputation
appointed had received from the chief of the
mechanical department. He taid Herbert
Wallis replied to their representatives that
the men would have to agree to the reduc
tion, but they would be employed full
time, which was: more in their interest than
being idle half time perhaps. Mr. Wallis also
remarked that men could accept lower wages
as living now was cheuger than formerly.
Messrs. msay, Firth and Penny, mechanics,
combatted the argument of themechanica) su-
perintendent as got being correct, and all held
that it would be better toremain on short time
than to accept a reduction in wages. After
spggda by the various speakers to the men
to be united ard determined, Mr. Firth pro-
posed & resolution that $1e men stop. work
at once unless Mr, Wullace assures them
that the preposal to reduce wages will be
rescinded. - The vote was seconded and
carried without the least dissent. A deputa-
tion of thirteen employes was nominated to
wait on Mr, Wallis to inform him as to the
decision arrived at by the meeting. This was
subsequently carried out in the afternoon,
When the chairman presented the resolution,
Mr. Wallis replied to the deputation: “Strike
whenever you are ready.” The deputation
will report the result of the interview to an-
other meeting to-morrow. {
