Abolition of the Ten-day Rule,

Burraro, N.Y., Aug. 23.—A secret
meeting of the American baseball associa_
tion was held at Atlantic City on Thars.
day. The first subject ‘that came unde,
discussion was a resolution to abolish the
ten-day rule without consulting the
pleasure of the league or any other body,
This resolution was unanimously passed,
and it at once became a law of the
American association, The ten-day rule is
one of the provisions of the uational
agreement. It provides that a player
released by a club is not eligible to
eontract with any other club until the
expiration of ten days from the mailing of
the notice of the release to the seoretary of
the association, To make this proviso
stronger still, the American association
at its meeting last winter passed this rule :
“If any olub, olub officer, manager or
player shall, during the ten days inter-
vening between the date of a player’s
release_ and the date of his eligibility,
contract as provided for in the National
agreement, induce a player to #ign any
stipulatien, agreement, or contract, to
make or pretend to make any oath,
affirmation or affidavit to a promise tending
to evadg the spirit or the letter of what is
known as the ten day rule, the club, club
officers and manager shall be fined a sum
to be fixed by the board of directors.” .

The question as to what will be done at
the meeting of the joint committee of the
league and American association at Sara-
toga on Monday was then/taken up. The
delegates will favor the renewal of the
national agreement. If the two bodies
agreo upon the graded salary schedule the
Anjérican association will propose an
amendment prohibiting the payment of
more than 8150 advance money to players,
Messrs, Simmonds, Barnie and Vonderahe
wiil represent the association at Saratoga.
At the Saratoga meeting the question of
players’ salaries will be one of the most
important pointa to be decided.
