The foﬂowing is
the basis of united action on the part of the
whole temperance party of Canada as voiced
by their representatives:

1. That it is desirable to unite all prohibi-
tionist wvoters for the purpose of united
political action.

2. That it is desirdable in all constituencies
where that is possible. to put forward a pro-
hibition candidate, who has the confidence of
all prohibition voters irrespective of party,
and who can be counted ou actively to pro-
mote prohibition in Parliament in entire in-
dependence of party allegiance.

3. That failing this, it is desirable so far as
possible to unite the prohibition vote in favor
of such trustworthy prohibitionists as may
be otherwise in the field, as against those
who cannot claim the prohibition support,
or at leatt that prohibitionists be urged to
withhold their votes from non-prohibitipnists
as ggainst prohibitionists.

4 “That the prohibitionist voters in every
constituency should organize immediately so
as tp be prepared to take early and indepen-
dent political action in connection with the
coming elections,

5. That in view of the need of immediate
action we urge all probhibition bodies in each
province to meet without delay on common
ground to agree so far as possible in common
action,

The Revival of the Slave Traffic,
ZANZIBAR, Sept, 17.—Travelers from the
coast confirm the report of the issue of the
decree by the Germans at Bagamoyo
aathorizing traffic, in slaves. The decree
was signed by the German Commaunder of
the respective stations, and was posted at
moyo and Daressalaam. The slave
dealers expelled from Zanzibar have estab-
lished themselves at Bagamoyo and are
doing & thriviog business, - It is rted
that the Sultan has telegraphed to Europe
for assistance, Brokers’ houses are uow
full of slaves, baving been established under
German license, Permits to recover run-
aways will lead to much kidnapping of 'free
natives, The news of the proclamation has
spread over the whole coast and traffic has
revived to an extent unknown in 8( years.
BeRrLIN, Sept, 16.—The Post says: The
Sultan’s decrée probibiting the slave traffic
doednot operate in German territory, where,
under existing treaties. German com-
missioner ' exercises publicl powers, Ger-
many never had any intention of unquali-
fiedly abolishing all forms of slavery.
The Reichstag agreed that measures against
slave traffic and man huntlng should be
takem only by degrees, with due regard to
the existing order of things. Official circles
and the Government newspapers take the
tone of The Post iin regard to the slavery
question in Africa, but the Liberal press
loudly condemn the ac.ion of the German
authorities at Bagamoyo. ;

A New Hampshire Man Kills His Three
Daughters and the Alleged Betrayer
of His Wife, Then.

Heine’s troublé preyed upon
his mind” until he resolved to end
the, matter and remove from temp-
tatipn the three female members of bhis
hougsehold, Two of’ them and the murderer

hospital the third daughter lies dying with
a bullet in ber neck, and at his home Charles
W. Taylor, a well knowa hardware merchant
whose name has been connected with that of
Mrsl.‘ Heine, lies with two bullet holes-in his
bac]

Before the discovery of Heine's dead body
officers and citizens were scouring the cily in
search of him and had he fallen into the
bands of the mob he would have, been
lynched.

O BRIEN IN COURT,

The Prince George Despatches Shown to
Have Been Sent by Him.

MONTREAL, Sept. 17.—R. N, O’Brien, the
newspaper correspondent charged with send-
ing the false despatch to American papers
stating that Prince George of Wales had
engaged in a street brawl and was arrested
in consequence, did hot appearin court this
moming when his case was called. The
accused’s counsel stated that. O'Brien was iil,
but in a few minutesJ udge Desnoyers receiv:

a telephone message from him stating that he
was on his way down. After waiting until
his patience was exhausted the court issued a
bench warrant for O’Brien’s arrest, but
before it could be executed the accused ap-

noon.

Mr. McGibbon testified that he believed
he was the “Nabob” referred to, that the re-
port was calculated to do him injury, as the
row was said to bave occurred -in a place
frequented by loose and disorderly persons.

Mr. Hall of the Great Northwesteylf Tele-
graph Company appeared and uced
despatches sent by O’Brien to The Boston
Journal, Cincinnati Enquirer and Phila-
delphia Press, but he had no despatch to The
New York Morning Journal, the paper com-
plained of in the information. The case was
then adjourned until to-morrow,

A fund of $1000 has been subscribed to
prosecute O'Brien.

NEw YORK, Sept. 17.—The Rome corres-
pondent of The Catholic' News cables that
the vicarate apostolic of British Columbia
has been made a diocese with the Right Rev.
Paul Durien, O.M.L, as its first bishop. The
séat of the See is New Westminster, from

whieh city the diocese takes its name, In
June last Right Rev. J. D. D’Herbomez,
head ot the vicarate apostolic, died. Bishop
Durien, who succeeded him and who is the
new diocese’s first bisbop, was his coadjutor.

A Bostéon Bank Failure.

Co., bankers and brokers at 146 Devonshire-
street, have failed and an assignment for the
benefit of the firm’s creditors has been made
to James Phaps, general agent of the
National Life Insurance Co., 159 Devonshire-
street. The firm was one of the most pro-
minent in that line of business in Boston and
the failure is a surprise. No exact figures of
the liabilitics can as yet be given, but the
assignee states that they will amount to
$2,000,000, The Herald is informed that a
prominént broker said$hat tbe failure would
not probably involve any other firms,
