McMillan, Treasurer, with reference to
the provincial subsidy, and they repre-
sented that the population had increased
from 162,000 in 1891 to 207,000 in 1894,
an increase of 45,000 in three years.

Immigration had declined in every Bri-
tish colony, and in the United States
and in all these countries in a greater
ratio than Canada. (Cheers.)

Grant For Hospital For Cogstumptives.

Mr. W. J. Gage of Toronto is in the
eity, and to-morrow, accompanied by a
number of members of Parliament, will
wait upon the Governor to ask for a
grant from .the Dominion Treasury to-
wards aiding in the erection of a hos-
pital for consumptives. Mr. Gage takes
a great interest in this subject, and as
already announced in the press has
donated $25,000 for the purpose of put-
ting up the necessary buildings. Mr. Gage
degires to see established in Canada a
national home for the cure of consump-
tion. He eites the action that is being
taken in other countries, with the ob-
ject stated, and is hopeful of being able
to secure national assistance from the
Dominion Parliament.

Ottawa Two-Acre Plots.

Assessment Commissioner Pratt has been
studying the Awrey bill, recently passed
by the Ontario Legislature. The act
reads that all “lands of two acres or
over shall be assess¢d as farm lands when
not in immediate demand for building
purposes,” or when no sale of the said
land for such purposes can be reasonably
expected.” Mr. Pratt points out the case
of Ottawa. Judge Ross has ruled that
all such lands in the city are in de-
mand. for building purposes, and sales
may reasonably be expected for all va-
cant properties, so that the act does
not apply to this city whatever.
The lands lying in the southern portion
of the city will be assessed as building
lots, and the burden of proof that they
are otherwise must be on the owners
thereof, when, if they maintain that they
are only needed as farm lands, the city
will still be, under the special act, ob-
tained at the time when the outlying
districts were annexed to the former city
limits. Mr. Pratt takes the deecision of
Judge Ross in the Glebe lands case in
Ottawa and the McLean appeal ageinst
the assessment of his property in Hin-
tonburg to mean that all lands in
the southern part of central Wellington
and Dalhousie Wards are in immediate
demand for building 'lots, and these pro-
perties will be assessed as such for the
year 1896. With respect to other cities,
the act is not any more harsh than in
Ottawa, but rather the reverse, and To-
ronto now finds 4#tsclf better off under
the present act than it was hitherto,
owing to .the proviso respecting the
reasonable expectation of the land
being required for building lots, and the
fact that the law originally exempted
half an acre as farm land. .

In the Scnate.

In the Senate, in reply to Senator Mec-
Innes, the Premier said that James Fitz-
simmons had been dismissed from the
deputy wardenship of British Columbia
Penitentiary by order in council of Oc-
ber, ’94, and reinstated by the same au-
thority in Mareh, "95.

The Législature Adjourns to Await Can-
ada’s Proposals, the Delegates
Making No Report.

St. John’s, Nild., April 25.—Parliament
opened to-day. The Confederation dele-
gates will not report, because they have
no terms from’ Canada to submit. The
Canadian - Government did not propose
any terms whi¢h could possibly be
entertained by ‘the Government and the
Legislature, but the terms proposed by
the Newfoundland delegates are still
under the consideration of the Canadian
Cabinet.

While the matter is still open the
Newfoundland delegates will not pre-
judice. negotiations by any reports. The
House will adjourn-this evening for-two-
weeks, when, anticipating that the Cana-
dian Cabinet will have reached a con-
clusion, the delegates will report.

The seal fishery has turned out to be
the largest in years, and the cod fish
markets are also reported better. The
Bélle Isle Iron Mine will open in a few
days, giving employment to a large num-
ber. There is now little if any desti-
tution in St. John's, and soup Kitchens
are practically. closed.

May Abandon Confederation.

Another despatch says: The Whites
way party met iast night to receive the
report of the deiegates who were sent
.to Ottawa to consult the officials there,
in regard to confederation. The dele.
gates made a report of their: mission,
but the terms proposed by Canada were
not made publie.

A statement was made to the effect
that Canada had submitted proposals,
which they rejected. The delegates then
submitted” counter proposals, which
Caqnda is still considering. A large
majority of the Whiteway party is op-
posed to confederation and it is not ime
probable that the delegates will abane
don the -juestion of confederation alto
gether,

Elther Confederation or Bankruptey.

The Telegraph, a Whitewayite w@tgan,
announces a policy of retrenchment and
strict economy in the hope of preserv-
ing Newfoundland’s independence. The
Whitewayites hope that if forced to
abandon the plan of Confederation, to
appeal to the United States pork packers
and millers, who ehip pork and flour
to Newfoundland, believing they will
float a loan, giving good security, so
as to keep the market in their own
hands. The Americans who are engaged
in the fishery industry on the New-
foundland coast are also expected to
help with the same object in view.

The chances of Confederation have de-
creased greatly in the minds of the party
followers, although Premier Whiteway
strenuously insists upon it, holding that
nothing will be left otherwise than
bankruptey. If the colony is unable to
meet the interests on the loans due on
June 80 mext it must default, and'‘the
constitution will be abrogated, as Eng-
land is ruling Newfoundland as a Crown
colony. 3

FATAL FIRE IN MONTREAL

M'DONALD'S TOBACCD FACIORY BAD
LY SCORCIED
———b—;—

Several Girls Hemmed in By Flames Have
To Jump For Their Lives—Five Receive
Fatal Irjm -ics—The Total Loss Essi~
mated At a Quavter of a Million.

Montreal, April 256.—ROSANA BEAU -

Above is the list of those injured in
the fire which broke out at 6.20 pm. in
the immense tobacco factory of W. C.
McDonald, at the cormer of Ontario and
Moreau-streets, and ngarly the whole
structure was destroyéd.

About 80 girls employed in the place
were more or less badly burned and se-
veral are dead. There’ were only two
narrow staircases and two elevators in
the factory; there were no fire escapes,
and the windows were all covered with
stour wire graingts. The poor girls were
unable to escape, many having to break
glass to get air, and many were res-
cued by citizens, who 'procured ladders
and wrenched off the gratings, while
many had to jump for their lives.

Employes Panic-8tricken

There were many heart-rending
acenes. As demanded by excise regula-
tions, the windows are eovered by wire
screens, and there were no fire escapes,
and in the centre of the building is &
supposed fire-proof tower with exits to
it from all the flats,/and two staircases
leading to the employes’ entrance. The
ex::‘-floygs;hOWever, becameé panic stricken,
and were rendered more frantic by ‘the
smoke, which soon filled the whole build-
ing. .

Remembering that there was a shed
alongside in the rear, they rushed there,
and men succeeded in wenching off the
beavy grating so that they could drop
between it and the window eill. All who
did so were. badly injured. In at least
three cases women were held there by
their skirts by men while the firemen
rescued them. ,

Never since the. Longue Point. fire were
such “terrible scenes as those witnessed,
with the distrcted girls at the grated
windows, waiting in terrible agitation
for the firemen to come to their rescue.

At full blast 1000 hands are employed,
but there were only 800 in the building.

The building is worth about $200,000,
and the stock at least $350,000. Mr.
MeDonald told the press. to go to a
warmer ‘climate when asked for his in-
surance, but it is understood that he
ineured himself. Many were badly crush-
ed and injured by the erowding into the
elevators, for the stairs, despite the ef-
forts of the firemen to restrain them
and preserve order.

Sir Edward Grey said that Hawaii,
pot,being under United States protection,
which fact was recognized by England,
no such appeal could be made to the
American Government. A number of
British subjects had been arrested there,
however, for the part they took, or were
alleged to have taken, in the recent in-
surrection there. These men had com -
plained to British authority of the hard-
ships they were compelled to undergo in
prison. Besides the men sentenced {o im-

risonment, many British subjects had
geen tried by courts martial and subse-
quently induced to leave the country, un-
der pressure, as they asserted. The pro-
tests of these men, he said, were being
carefully considered by the Foreign Of-
fice, but it had not yet been decidpd
whether the facts would justify the Gov-
ernment in taking action.

ENGLAND IS INEXORABLE.

If Nicaragua Has Not Paid That Indemnity
Corinto Customs are Now Under
Scizure.

London, April 25.—Rear Admiral Henry

. Stephenson, commanding the war-
ships in the harbor of Corinto, Nicara-
gua, has telegraphed to the Admiralty
that other war vessels are on their way
to join his fleet at Corinto, and that he
is prepared to land 400 blue-jackets at
daybreak Thursday if the British de-
mands are not complied with by mid-
night. The warships are lying close to
the shore in order to protect the land-
ing party, which, the Admiral says, he
will cover with 29 guns.

Will Allow Occupation of Corinto.
Washington, April 25.—Official ad-
vices from Managua indicate that the
Nicaraguan Government would probably
not pay the indemnity before the three
daysj grace given by the British Rear
Admiral, Stephenson, expires, but will
allow the British forces to occupy
»Conn».to at daybreak of the following
morning. This course will probably be
I:akeu for this, among other reasons,
that it will afford time for good offices,
which Ambassador Bayard is understood
to have been directed to exert in Lon-
don to secure an extension of ten or
Ioprteen days time, and, if possible, a
stipufation for the payment of the in-
demnity in London instead of at Corinto
| at the cannon’s mouth.

The Monrve Doctrine Not Effective:
The Nicaraguan Minister, Dr. Guzman,
spent several hours at the State Depart-
ment to-day, hoping to obtain from Mr.
Gresham some further information as to
: the attitude of this country. It is posi-
tively stated that Sir Julian Pauncefote’s
call upon Secretary Gresham yesterday
had no reference ' to the Nicaraguan
affair, nor was that matter even inci-
dgntal.ly discussed by them. The Bri-
tish Ambassador at Washington has no
connection with the Nicaraguan incident.
The British Minister in Central Ameri-
ca has been at Managua for some
weeks, He will remain there until the
pending troubles have been adjusted.
Whatever communication Lord Kimber-
ley desires to make to Nicaragua will
be made through the medium of the Bri-
tish representative there, Mr. Gosling.
Nothingcan be obtained officially from
the State Department in regard to the
present attitude of the United States

that the United States has taken the
grgund that the dispute between Great
Britain and Nicaragua is one involving
questions of national honor and dignity,
in which the United States has no right
to interpose. It is therefore inferred that
should Nicaragua hold out and British
marines take possession of the Corinto
Cugtom House to-morrow morning no
objection will be urged:on the part of the
United States. No United States war
vessel has been ordered to Corinto. It
is conceded even by friends of Nicaragua
that no harm can come to Corinto or
to the republic from a temporary occu-
pation of Corinto by the British. It is
believed that after a few days have

fail to secure an extension of time, or
change in the ,mode of payment as ask-
ed at Nicaragua's request, Nicaragua
will then gracefully yield to the inevit-
able and come forward with the indem-
nity.

Minority Report of the mumua-"c.-.-"

diate Passage of a Probibitery Law,

Believing That the Majority of the
_People of Canada Favor It. i

Ottawa, April 25.~The minority re-
port presented by the Rev. Dr. McLeod
of Fredericton, one of the Prohibition
commissioners, is a bulky document of
488 pages. Dr. McLeod says his report
is partly supplemental and partly cor-
rective of {he majority report. He
enters into a discussion of the effects
of the liquor traffic on all interests af-
fected by it in Canada, He deals with the
queption of pauperism, disease, insanity
and mortality, insanity and idiocy.
Then he takes wup the < question
of the respomsibility - of the traffic,
the cost of liquors eonsumed, cost of
prisons, loss of labor, shortened lives and
misdirected effort.

Canada’s Drink Bill.

Canada’s annual drink bill he figures
out as follows: Amount paid for liquors
by comsumers, $89,879,864; value of
grain destroyed, $1,889,765. Cost of
pauperism, disease, insanity and crime
charged to ‘the liquor traffic, $38,149,097.
Loss of productive %abor, . $76,288,800.
Loss through mortality caused by the
traffic, $14,304,000. Misdirected labor,
$7,748,000. Total, $143,258,716.

Revenues, Dominion Government, $7,-
101,657 ; provincial governments, $942,-
662 ; municipalities, $429,107 ; total, $8,-
478,316, leaving a total annual loss of
$134,786,400.

The remainder of the report is taken
up in discussing at length the laws re-
lating to the liquor traffic and deserib-
ing the different methods and workings
of prohibitory laws.

The Doctor’'s Conclusions.

Dr. McLeod sums up his conclusions as
follows: In view of_the facts réeited,
and after careful consideration (Sc all
the evidence taken by the commission and
of all other information and knowledge
obtained, the undersigned submits the
following as his coptlusions.:

1. That the House" of Commons of Cans
ada made a right and wise declaration
in relation to the subject when .it de-
clared in 1870, “ That total prohibition
is the right and only effective remedy
for the evils of intemperance ” ;

That the House of Commons was right
in declaring at the same time, “ That
this House is prepared to enaet such leg-
islation as soon as public opinion will
sustain them in doing ®o;.and that the
House of Commons was well advised in
reiterating from time to time, as already
set out, this declaration. /

2. That all information which your
commission has been able to obtain has
made it clear to the undersigned that
the effect of the liquor traffic has been
and is seriously detrimental to all the
moral, social and national interests of
the nation; that the measures employed
to “lessen, regulate or prohibit” the
traffic have been of value, and effective
only in proportion .as they have ap-
proxig;ted in their operation to the

absolute prohibition of the traffic in
intoxtfating beverages, and that the
revenue requirements of the country
should not be considered a reason for
the continuance of an admitted evil, and,
moreover, could be met without the con-
tinuance of that evil.

8. That the endorsement which
