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Birchall Hanged. . -

DEATH BRAVELY.

Woodstock, Ont., Nov. 14.— Prisoner
Bigehall ate a good sapper to fortify him-
self for the last vigil. It was after mid-
day when he rose and dressed himself.
His first meal of the day was also at 2
o'clock yesterday afternoon. The afternoon
was spent receiving the visits of the bishop
of Huron and Rev. Rural-Dean Wade.
Afterwards Dr. Rice, the gaol surgeon, was
with him for a considerable time.

At 7 o'clock Birchall had just finished
supper when a carriage drove up to the
door of the prison. It contained Muvs, Bir-
chall, Mrs. West-Jones and Mr. Legtham.
All threo'went into the gaol, but only Mrs.
Birchall climbed the circular iron stairs to
her husband’s corridor. Her sister and
Myr: Leetham went into the governor's office
to wait for Mrs. Birchall and did nat them-
selves see the prisoner, In theoffice, lying
under the desk, but in plain view of them,
was a pile of rope and tacKle suspiciously
like the hangman’'s apparatus. This Mrs,

Gaoler
Catneron ﬁ]o_wed them, and after the
hangman th€ aged sheriff wassupported to
the door of the corridor overlooking the
west yard. On one side of the prisoner
Leetham walked close and held one hand
in both of his with all the assurance of a
friend’s heart clasp, Oun - the right side
Day Guard Perry held Birchall's arm,
walking in front” and partly backward.
The great burly deputy sheriff grasped
Birchall's right hand. Outside, the wit-

West-Jones espied and almost fainted,
She could no longer remain in the office;
and for a time waited in the 10tunda of the!
gaol, At 8 o’clock she and her uumpmu'oni
left the guol and returned to the hotel,
leaving Mrs. Birchall in the corridor with|
the prisoner. At 9 o'clock they entered
their carriage at the hotel and again went
to the quiet gaol, dismissing the driver
with instruetions to come at 10 o’cleck for
them,

A crowd of sharp reporters were watch-
ing for the return of the trio to the hotel
Ten o'clock passed; 11 o'clock struck
miduight came, and the number of news-
paper watchers had diminished, but the
wife, sister and friend had not come.

In a narrow corridor in the county gaol
two hearts were holding their last earthly
communion—a man who had promised to
love and cherish a woman through life was
bidding her good-bye ; a woman who had

promised to love, honor and ebey the man|

unto death was making her last sacrifice,
What they talked about only one knows.
Until one o'clock in the morning they con-
tinned their conversation, Early in the
night Rev. Rural Dean Wade came futo
the corridor and made himself ready to
spend the night by removing his outer
coat. At 1 o’clock came the leave-taking,
and the weeping woman was led out throngh
the barred door and down the uarrow
stairs by which her hushand seven hours
later came to his death. Mrs. West-Jones
had been waiting down stairs for her sis-
ter, and assisted to the carriage the woman
already widowed in the eye of the law.
When they alighted from the carriage
shortly after 1 o’clock, Mrs. Birchall \\":\IT{»
ed up the stairs of the hotel with a firm
step, and went immediately to her room.

His wife—or might she not be called even
then his widow — having gone, Birchall
was left with Turnkey Forbes and Rural
Dean Wade. While Mrs. West-Jones was
in the gaol, and just after she had been
startled by the sight of the rope in the
office of the gaoler, the hangman came
knocking at the door, followed by a dozen
reporters hupgry for admittance. He was
admitted after he had succeeded in satisfy-
ing Guard Midgeley of his identity by his
bringing the deputy sheriff. But this was
not before the public executioner had grown
s0 angry at being kept out of gaol that he
threatened to return to Toronto and leave
the job to an amateur or not to be done at
all to-day.

| nesses were gathered in a semicircle 40 feet

from the corner that held the scaffold. The
principal actors in the tragedy stopped
with their charge about 15 feet from the
gallows, and the solemn tones of the Angli-
can service thrilled every one.

As Birchall listened to the low-toned
priest, his eyes were fixed on the blue sky
over to the north. There was not a hunted
look, nor was there foar in his eyes, but a
fixed purpose that seemed to consume his
reason. It is not possible to imagine the
expression of his face, He wus living a
lifetime in that hour. It was not despair,
but he had strung his whole being up to die
game,

At the words ““ Dust to Dust” in the
service Birchall took his place under the
scaffold with his face to the south and
turned slightly. He took Leetham's hands
in his, and the friends kissed each other
under the gallows. The executioner put a
atrap atound the prisoner’s legs just above
the knees. When the clergyman took
Birchall’s hand and kissed him the witnesses
were sure the end was near and the sus-
pense was terrible. As the priest entered
upon the Lord’s prayer the executioner put
the black cap over the head of the doomed
man and adjusted the noose abcut his
neck.,  Birchall had declared that he
would say nothing at the scaffold, but the
witnesses did not expect he would make his
silence a silence that seemed by the inten-
sity of his purpose to be silence concen-
trated a handred times. He did not say a
word after leaving the cell except it might
have been to mutter a word to Leetham or

‘ade when they bade him good bye with
a kiss. At 8.27, six minutes after the pro-
cession started from the corridor, the
words “Deliver us from evil,” gave the
signal and & quick pyll brought on the
small rope by the executioner, who stood
behind the law's victim, released the
immense weight. It dropped with the
rapidity of thonght. Tt fel to the ground
and sank six or eight inches by the force of
its weight. Birchall had been stood close
to one of the uprights, and the jerk of the
noose drew his body first obliquely and
thenup. ~The body was jerked into the
air ahgut 5 feet and fell until its feet were
within two feet of the ground. The drop
was made at 8.29 o'olock. Cenvulsions
commenced half & minute later but were
not at all violent, more resembling heavy
breathing, with a slight twitching of the
hands and legs.

After the hangman got into the gaol he
went into the office and was served with
something to eat. He talked in a loud
voice that rang against the stone walls of
the corridors with sepulechral hallowness.

confesslon or partial confessions are entire-
ly fictitious and in no way were ever writ-
ten by me, neither emanated from me in
any way whatsoever, to any person, and
the whole are fictitions and without a word
of .truth. This likewise applies to my
story, in which I have made no such con-
fession or partial confession. This holds
good throughout.

Breakfast was brought into Birchall's
cell at six o’clock. He turned to itand ate
a little. He disposed of a couple of eggs,
then pushed the tray from him. At about
half-past seven Deputy Sheriff Perry show-
ed up, and the doors of the gaol were open-

The crowd of waiting men were ad-
mitted and passed straight through to the
yard in which the scaffold was erected.
About 100 were admitted, but the number
was subsequently increased by about ‘30.
The executioner appeared on the scene at
about twenty-five minutes before eight,
rope in hand, and began immediately to
put things in order. He was dressed in a
drab corduroy coat and soft black hat and
was smoking a pipe. He placed a ladder
agaiust the wall and with deliberation as-
cended to put the noose rope through the
pulleys and to attach a chain to a staple.
A block with a three-quarter inch rope was
hung on a staple near that to which the
¢hain was hung, and by means of this
block and tackle the weight was run up,
with the assktance of some of those pres-
ent, to be attached to the chain. The
weight hung to a chain held by an iron pin,
which, when pulled out of place by a small
rope, released the weight. Inside the jail,
in the rotunda, a line of tipstaves directed
incomers to the door of the corridor lead-
ing to the west ward. For half an hour a
couple of hundred people were in the yard,
for the erowd who lm.dp been able to secure
admittance numbered so many, stood about
kicking their toes to keep away the frost
that still glistened on the grass. Deputy
Sheriff Perry was officiating actively, but
the feeble old sheriff, arrayed in the uni-
form and sword of his office, was in the
gaoler’s office before the execution, and fol-
lowed the procession out to see his hireling
hangman do the job. Dr. Rice, gaol sur-
geon, went up to Birchall’s cell early in the
morning and joined Rev. Rural Dean. Bir-
chall’s manly friend and college chum, of
Montreal, met him and went up to the cell
at 7.45 o’clock. Dr. Rice came down from
the corridor of the prison at once with his
friend and his spiritual adviser. At 8.15
o'clock the hangman, having completed
preparations outside, came in and took
from a black valise a long black Prince
Albert coat, and, removing his hat, walked
about in the gaol barehcaded. At 8.23
o’clock, Dr. Chamberlain, provincial prisons
inspector, Deputy Sheriff Perry and Cam-
eron, the day guard, and George Perry
having gone into the corridor, the execu-
tioner was beéckoned to go up. He had
been walking around the rotunda, having
in his hands the straps with which to tie
Birchall's arms, waiting for the signal to
go up. A mioute or two only he took to
strap the prrisoner’s arms behind his back.
Then the awful march to death began at
8.25 o'clock.

First éame Rural Dean Wade in surplice,
and reading the Church.of England service
for the dead, bebind him Dr. Chamberlain,
followed by A. D. Stewart and Deputy
Sheriff Perry. The prisoner came next,
deathly pale but resolute, his jaws locked
with the fixety of death. He came down
the stairs with one hand on the railing, for

bis hand on the body, declared that life
was extinet. There was just six minntes
from the drop until the doctor declared
Birchall dead.

A post mortem was held by Doctor Od-
lum and Coroner MeKay presided at the
inqueat. Dr. Chamberlain said the neck
was broken.

Santiago de Ohile, October 7th, 1890,

The interiors of Chilian houses are beau-
tiful gardens, and here much of the family
life is spent. In the quiet snmmer night
can be heard the soft, dreamy music of the
guitar accompanying the richer, fuller
notes of the Spanish woman, who, inspired
by the flood of moonlight—in these climes
so enchanting—pours forth her soml in
song. These wouien cannot be called Span

. |isb though speaking the same tongue, yet

undoubtedly many Spanish customs, modi-
fied by the country, are handed down from
generation to generation.

The patio in these houses is supposed to
be a place of refuge during earthquakes,
but in most cases it might well serve as
a tomb, particularly in the modern two
and three storiad houses. Earthquakes !
how unpleasant ! Do you who read this
tmagine you would enjoy the novelty?
Sadly mistaken. An earthquake affects
one iu many ways, but never pleasantly.
Sleeping peacefully at night one suddenly
begins to dream perbaps that some dread
ful robbar is under the bed and has got a
severe fit or mis-fit. It seems a horrible
night-mare. Thousands of vain imaginings
disturb one before waking. A shiver is
felt and then the patient is no longer
asleep ; and what a sensation ; one’s bed is
dancing, it is shaking ; the heavy tile roof
ia creaking ; the walls cracking; the win-
dows, doors and furniture rattling; and
through all, that heaving, swaying, rending
of ibe earth, which terrifies some, paraly-
zes others, subdues all. The first impulse
is to jump from the bed and run to the
patio, but the philosopher (practical) re-
mains in bed. }{owever, is the shock fol-
lowed by a second and a third heavier than
the first his philogsophy says, *“‘run too
with the rest.” One night lately there
was a very severe earthquake just a few
minutes before twelve o'clock. It was
heaviest near the monnt Aconcagua, caus-
ing in some towns damage to breakable ar-
ticles such as could be thrown down.
People were alarmed. Many ran out onto
the streets. Women and girls screamed,
cried, prayed, and fainted, (that is a chorus
for each part). The more superstitioys
peon men and women cried for mercy and
said their *“ Ave Marias.” Some in their
fright simply ran and, when the shock had

‘passed, wondered where they were, and

this is often a problem on a dark night
when one is lost. Many, during even the
slightest shocks, tremble, turn deathly
pale, and completely lose their presence of
mind. It is a surprise to most to find
themselves in the patio in bare feet and
night dress, and they do not know how
they  got therd? but nevertheless, they
must accept the unpleasant fact and make
their way ‘back as best they can. One
never gets used to earthquakes, and each
succeeding shock will find one as nervous
as before. Yet people do not live in con-
stant fear, any more than at home the
lightning bolt is feared. It is only at the
time roal fear is experienced. One always
recognizes the possibility of a disaster, still
it does not trouble most people. An earth-
quaike on the sea is described as worse than
on the land, and many times the watch
has been known to cry, *““We are on the
rocks.” The ship stops and trembles in
every beam. Let him who shudders at the
thought of living in an earthquake country
remember that, except in very rare cases,
these shocks do no harm, not so much harm
as the wind storms at home. True, in case
of a * terremoto,” (different from *‘tem-
blor,” which 1s only a slight shock) few
are left alive, but then we think—*‘ We
can only be buried once.” But enough
of earthquakes. Itisnot a pleasant sub-
ject, particularly in speaking of the sunny
South. In a future letter I may be able to
give a short description of the great earth-
quakes of Mendoea, of Arica, and of one
that destroyed Peneo, a city in the south
of Chile, and whose ruins in the past sum-
mer I visited.

Santiago is divided into exact squares by
streets cutting one another at right angles.
All lead to the centre or *‘Plaza.” No
Spanish town is complete without its plaza
at the centre, Here are pleasant shade
trees, a garden of rich flowers, namerous
fountains, groups of statuary, many of
which were brought from Peru during the
late war. }

On one side of the *“ Plaza de Armas” is
the old stone cathedral built by the -Span-
iards, noted more for its grey venerable-
ness and the great blocks of stone placed
in its walls, than for its architecture. On
one side of this cathedral once stood the
ancient church of the Jesuits, the scene of
one of the most horrible tragedies that
history’s page can show.: . On the night of
December 8th, 1863, the Jesuits were celo-
brating the ‘“month of Mary” in grand
pomp, and with a devotion which found its
outward expression in: luxtxsious“ decora-

perished in the flames,
Husbands and mothers, fathers and sons,

their loved ones were suffering a death so
cruel. Not a house but what mourned a
lost one. Next morning a mob of frenzied
men searched the city for the priest who
closed the only exit, but he escaped: over
the snows of the Andes to the Argentine.
Near the cathedral is the National Con-
gress building, a handsome structure, hav-
ing oa two sides beautiful gardens,
which lately huve heen ‘placed many fine
bronze statues. On the streets leading
into and near the plaza are the business
houses, the hotels, printing offices, banks
and theatres. The post-office building is
very fine. All the horse cars start from
the plaza, thus passing the ** correo,” or
post-office. The train service is very good,
the tracks runuins; to all parts of the city,
and the fare is only two and a half cents
from the suburbs to the centre. The cars
for these lines are as a rule imported from
Springfield, Mass. The people are not
fond of walking, and consequently they
patronize the horse-cars ; yet, if one is in &
great hurry it is better to walk. Any fur-
ther remarks must be reserved for a third
letter.

A GREAT AMRRICAN MAGAZINE,

The Century Magazine -is now so well-
known that to tell of its past success seems
almost an old story. The N. Y. Tribune
has said that it and its companion, &1,
Nicholas for Young Folks, issued by the
same house, ‘‘are read by every one per-
son in thirty of the country’s population,”
—and large editions of both are sent be-
youd the seas. It is an interesting fact
that a few years age it was found that
seven thousand copies of The Century went
to Scotland,—quite a respectable edition in
itself. The guestion in E:glnnd is no lon-
ger ““ Who reads an American book " bat
who does not sec the American magazines ?”

A few years ago The Cemtury about
doubled its circulation with the famous
War Papers, by General Girant and others,
adding many more readers later with the
Lincoln History and Kennan’s thrilling ar-
ticles on the Siberian Exile System.
