A Bad Man’s Career.

HE IS A QUEBEC M. D.—SERIOUS CHARGES
AGAINST HIM IN ENGLAND.

Montreal, June 27.—The mystery sur-
rounding the identity of Thomas Neill, now
under arrest in London charged with pois-
oning Matilda Cloevy and others, is likely
soon to be cleared up through information
which will reach the London police from
Montreal. KEvidence has beea secured
which directly connects Thomas Neill with
Dr. Thomas Neill Cream, who, about 1878,
was sentenced in Chicago for life for the
crime of abortion, and of which sentence he
served thirteen years in the Illinois state
prison at Joliette. The first link in the
chain of evidence was supplied by Mr. D.
Battersby, general railway and steamboat

acket agent, Montreal. Mr. Bntlers_b{
Eu a series of letters in his possession whic
were written to him regarding steamship
rates from New York to Glasgow and Liver-
pool, and gigned Dr. Thomas Cream, M.
D., Blanchard’s Hotel, Quebec: Neill, the
accused poisoner, was engaged to be mar-
ried to Miss Sabittini, one of the witnesses
against him in the present trial. She testi-
fied that after all the arrangements for the
wedding had been completed, Cream left
for Canada, ordering all his letters ‘to be
addressed, Dr. Cream, care of D. Cream,
Blanchard’s Hotel, Quebec. Dr.
was at the Albion Hotel in Montreal on
March 19th last, and from there wrote
again to Ruttersby stating that he had
purchased & ticket on the 8. 8. Britannic,
that he expected a parcel to arrive for him
in Montreal, and asked Mr. Battersby to
forward it to Liverpool by the 8. 8. Labra-
dor. When the parcel came Mr. Battersby
openedit. It contained a number of print-
ed circulars, of which the following is &
copy:

ELLEN DONWORTH'S DEATH:
To the guests of the Metropole Hotel:

Ladies and Gentlemen hereby notify you
that the person who poi d Kllen Donworth
on the thirteenth of last October is to-day in
the employ of the Metropole Hotel and that
your lives are in danger as long as you remain
in this hotel. Z

o W. H. MURRAY.

London, April, 1892,

The back-mailing letters that Miss Sabit-
tini at Neill’s instigation wrote she testified
were signed W. H. Murray. Mr. Battersby
forwarded the parcel of circulars to Cream,
and received a letter signed Thomas N.
Cream, acknowledging receipt of the parcel.
The receipt was dated from S. 8. Britannic
on April 17th last. This would seem to
connect Neill and Cream in an unmistakable
manner.

Dr. Thos. Neill Cream comes from the
city of Quebec. He studied for medicine
at McGill College, Montreal, and graduat,ed
from there in 1876. His criminal career
commenced almost immediately after leav-
ing the university. He took up practice at
Kingston, Ont., and had only been there
a short time when he was strongly suspect-
ed of illegal and unprofessional practices.
Suspicion was made a certainty when one
morning the dead body of a young woman
was found lying in'a shed at the rear of
Cream’soffice. The coroner’s post-mortem
proved that the woman perished from the
affects of an operation, but the evidence
was not strong enough to warrant the arrest
of Cream, although pablic opinion. was so
strongly aroused that he had to leave King-
ston. Dr. Cream went to Hamilton, Ont.,
and there was arrested on the charge of
procuring abortion for a woman, who died
under the operation. The case again could
not be proved. Cream gave up his practice
and went to Chicago. He was evidently a
confirmed abortionist. Thesame year that
he went to Chicago, about 1878, he was
arrested for causing the death by malprac-
tice of a Chicago lady. The facts were
brought directly home to him by the testi-
mony of a colored maid-servant, who saw
the operation performed. . Cream was con-
victed and sentenced to imprisonment for
life. When after thirteen years Cream was
released on account of hisill-health he found
that his father had died, leaving him $16,-
000 in stock of the Merchants’ Bank of
Canada at Montreal. Cream first went to
the old country and it was there apparently
that under the name of Thomas Neill he
met Miss Sabittini. In March last Cream
visited his old home at Quebee, meeting his
sister, Rachael, and his brother, Daniel,
there. He came from there to Montreal,
released on his bank stock and again left
for the old country. Cream’s sister, Rach-
ael, sailed from Quebec for Liverpool yes-
terday. It looksas if Miss Cream had been
in communication with her brother and had
crossed to England to render him what
assistance she could. His trial in Chicago
created a great sensation not only here but
in the States, and it was then that he
acquired the nom de plume of the ‘‘great
Canadian abortionist.”

Diphthertie Infeetion.

The American Larngological society is
now in session in Boston. Dr. Beverley
Robinson of New York, read a paper on
membranous sore throat. The Boston
Herald’s report of the meeting says:

In his paper Dr. Robinson spoke of the
diffieulty which physicians experience in
differentiating between cases of membran-
ous sore throat and true diphtheria in the
earlier stages of the disease. He quoted
instances in which the utmost inconvenience
and needless expense were caused to fami-
lies by the unnecessary precautions taken
in certain cases. The doors of the sick
room had been hung with sheets, the health
departments notified, the houses posted as
infected places, the neighborhood alarmed,
and all for no good purpose, as the cases
proved to be compartively mild attacks of
sore throat.

He did not think ¥he physician ought to
put his patients to this needless trouble.
When the health authorities came to the
afflicted dwelling they burned a few pounds
of sulphur, which did absolutely no good,
but, on the other hand, considerable harm.
The sulphur was practically worthless as a
disinfectant in the manner in which it was
used, and the annoyance and alarm occa-

sioned by the sanitary officer’s visit was a}

positive evil.

Dr. Robinson said further, in the course
of the discussion, that he was opposed to
all labelling of houses where diphtheria
cases existed. He was not speaking from
ascientific standpoint, but fom one of com-
mon sense. What he had to say would
not apply to small-pox, scarlet fever and
some other diseases, but, as regards diph-
theria, there is he said, no gcientific evi-
dence of diptheria being contagious outside
of the room which the patient occupies.
Therefore it was needless to post the house
where a case existed.

The opinions generally expressed by those
who took part in the discussion agreed in
the main with that of Dr. Robinson. The
uselessness of sulphur fumigation was also
pointed out very strongly and a resolution
passed condemning the regulation of health
boards, was passed.

Simple Home Remedies.

Onion-juice is one of the most effective
remedies for earache. To prepare: Wrap
a large onion in heavy wrapping-paper, wet
it thoroughly and roast in the coals. When
tender, strip off the skin and squeeze out
the juice by twisting in a thin cloth. Bot-
tle and save for use. When needed, pour
out in a spoon, warm a little and drop into
the ear. Afterwards putin a piece of warm
cotton to exclude theair. It rarely, if ever,
fails toeffect a speedy cure.

Lard and camphor are excellent remedies
for a cold in the head or tightness of the
chest, causing hard breathing. Soften a
little fresh lard near the fire and stir into
an equal amount of camphor. Pour into a
thin salve box or open-mouthed bottle and
cool as rapidly as possible, beating it all
the time, that the camphor may be thor-
oughly incorporated with the lard, else the
lard will settle to the bottom and the cam-
phor remain on top.

If one’s head be stopped up, rabwell about
nose, as well as forehead and temples. If
a little be rubbed or snuffed up the nostril’s
it will be all the better. For tightness in
chest rub thoroughly on throat and chest,
and only a few applications will be needed
to effect a cure.

For a bad cough, boil a teaspoonful of
flaxseed for a few minutes in a cup of water.
Strain, add the juice of a lemon, sweeten
to taste and drink. The lemon cuts the
phlegm, thus loosening the cough, while the
flaxseed allays the inflammation.
