After singing, Rev. J. Webb led the 
audience in the opening prayer and Rev. B. 
Hills read the scriptures. The dedication 
sermon was preached by Rev. A. Hockin. 
The rev. gentleman preached a verv eloquent 
and impressive sermon from St. Mark u:12* 
“ We never saw it on this fashion,” and St. 
Luke v:26, “ We have seen strange things 
to-day.” The subject of the discourse was 
“ The wonderful things of the Christian re­
ligion.” One of the wonderful things was 
when a irfan came in touch with Christ he 
becomes a new man. Another was, when a 
man comes in touch with Christ he becomes 
consecrated to hie service, “ The man went 
to hie house glorifying God.” A third was, 
the Christian religion makes us hopeful 
Science offers nothing but death -and duet, 
but the religion of the Lord Jesus Christ 
leads the believer to a grand and glorious 
future.

At the conclusion of the sermon, the house 
of worship was formally set apart for the 
worship of God. Rev. B. Hills offered up 
the prayer of dedication. At the afternoon 
service Rev. A. Hockin led in prayer and 
Rev. J. Webb read the scriptures, after 
which the Rev. B. Hills preached a very able 
and instructive sermon from Epb. iv: 11—13- 
The preacher explained how Christ had made 
all necessary arrangements for establishing 
and carrying on the work in his church. 
This He did by gifts of the Holy Ghost. 
There were various offices to fill, which was 
for the purpose of preparing the saints for 
service: (1) Unto ministering; (2) Unto 
building up his church, till we come to (a) 
Unity of faith; (bj Unity of knowledge; (c) 
Unity of attainment to one standard “ unto 
the measure of the stature of the fulness of 
Christ.”

Rev. A. Hockin preached in the evening 
to a large and atttentive audience.

The choir, led by Mr. Ernest Freeman, 
rendered excellent music. Miss Emma R. 
Webb presided at the organ.

—Before another issue of the Monitor 
will have been published the electors of the 
United States will have chosen a new Presi­
dent. This is the last and probably the 
most exciting week of the campaign, and 
during this week both parties will make 
their most determined efforts. This cam­
paign will long be remembered as the great 
case of silver versus gold. A question of 
what shall be the money of a nation must at 
any time be an interesting one to its inhab­
itants, but when a great election—yes, per­
haps the greatest election in the world—is 
held to determine the question, then the 
most transcendent interest is manifested.

There is an unusual amount of breaking 
away from party lines in this campaign ac­
cording as interest or conscience dictates. 
In former years it was the North against 
the South, now it is the North and East 
against the South and West. A great man) 
democrats in the East will vote for McKin 
ley and a great many republicans in the 
South and West will vote for Bryan. Ol 
course with the proverbial uncertainty of 
elections in general and the uncertainty which 
arises from the immensity of this one no ont 
can more than guess at the result. Bolt 
parties seem confident and those in the East 
who have such strong hopes for McKinley 
know little or nothing of the great avalanche 
of votes that will doubtless be cast for Bryan 
in the West, and the silver men of the West 
know little or nothing of the strong deter­
mination of the men in the East that their 
national currency shall not be debased by 
the adoption of a silver standard. The 
forces on either side are so ponderpne and so 
unwieldy that it is difficult to measure ac­
curately any great gain to one party without 
at the same time seeing where it has suffered 
a loss in some other quarter. Ever since the 
two great parties met in convention at St. 
Louis and Chicago to determine their respec­
tive platforms and nominate their candidates 
there have been deflections on the one hand 
and acquisitions on the other. Old party 
lines have thus been nearly obliterated and 
other public questions of national importance 
have been relegated to the background, while 
the all absorbing topic of 16 to 1 is the great 
question and the only one that has been 
discussed by the ablest men of the Republic 
upon nearly every platform in the Union as 
well as around every fireside in the country.

Whether the result of the election will set 
at rest forever the much mooted question is 
itself a great question, but it is to be hoped 
it will as far as the United States is con­
cerned. Of this we shall see later.

—The twelfth annual Sunday-school Con­
vention was held last week at Truro and 
very material progress was reported by the 
executive committee. “They could now, for 
the first time term Nova Scotia a banner 
province in Sunday-school work.”

Her new standing means no more than 
that as an organized district she has become 
a banner district. It is the object of the 
convention to have the Sunday schools 
throughout the province brought into touch 
with each other and a fraternal feeling incul­
cated among the teachers to give unity and 
solidarity to the work. Hence the efforts to 
thoroughly organize the various associations. 
Another result of organization is the facility 
it affords for gathering statistics, and a nearly 
complete report of the number of children 
between the ages of 5 and 19 was laid before 
the convention, and also the percentage of 
these who attend the Sabbath-schools. Yar­
mouth stands first with a percentage of 69, 
and no other county reported sends more 
than 50% of her children to Sunday-school. 
We have the name of sending just one-half 
of ours in the county of Annapolis, while 
more than one district falls to the low ebb 
of only 30%. In this county there is every 
facility for children to attend Sunday-school, 
but the gratification which may justly be 
felt over this indication of the recognized 
importance of S. S. work is very much damp­
ened by the lamentable fact that only half of 
ihe children are reached. Are the schools 
at fault, are the lessons not taught in a 
bright, attractive way, or is the home in­
fluence not what it ought to be? It certain­
ly should be the duty of every parent to see 
that the Sunday-school lesson is well pre­
pared at home, and whenever it is possible 
parents should accompany their children to 
the Sabbath-schools. The report of field 
secretary Grierson was interesting. We 
quote one paragraph:—

“ The plague slowly abates. It is thus 
that I can say of the pernicious habit of 
using lesson helps in class hours. The origin 
of this is certainly devilish, and their use 
makes Sunday-school teaching a farce and 
makes the teachers lose respect for one 
another.” (Hear, hear).

Here is a hint to teachers who nse lesson 
helps in class hours. An effort should be 
made to make the Sunday-school as attrac­
tive and pleasant as possible and the teach­
ing interesting and effective; then, if the 
parent can be interested in the work also, 
this stigma of only half the children of this 
county attending Sunday-schools would be 
forever wiped out.
