Christmas at the Charitable Institu-
tions at Bridgetown,

Doubtless comparatively few of our
people in this and good old
county of Annapolis understand or re-
aliza what ChdAjstmas means to the
seventy-five unfortunates who are so
comfortably housed and cared for in
our charitable institutions at Bridge-
town.

Contrast the condition of these peo-
ple to-day with the days of the “Town
Meeting,”” when the poor were auction-
ed off some public place, and their
comfort and welfare for the next
twelve monthe entrusted to the tender
mercies of the Jowest bidder, with
their condition to-day in such homes
as are provided by the municipality.
Poor and harmless insane are cared
for and their every want supplied by
painstaking and careful and competent
people.

The dinner on Christmas Day in the
Alms House consisted of roast goose,
roast frosh pork, roast chicken, vega-
tables of all kinds, and a dessert of
pluam pudding.

In the afternoon at three o'clock a
treat, consisting of oranges, candy,
nuts, etc., was provided. A large part
of this was contributed by the kind
people of Bridgetown. A liberal dona-
tion from Warden Pickup is deserving
of special mention, and was di\'ideﬁ
equally between the two houses.

A similar state of things existed at
ithe same time in the asylum, with the
exception that the treat was handed
around in the evening at seven o’clock.
The keeper and matron provided a
Christmas trce and set it up in the
large sitting room occupied by the
male inmates, and both the room and
tree looked very nice.

Mr. and Mrs, Hiltz have ounly been
in charge a short time, but a look
through the institution is proof that
they understand the care and manage-
ment of the insane.

The keeper and matron of the alms
house, Mr. and Mrs. Lowe, are well
known in the county, having been in
cherge now over seven years, and
have proven themselves equal to any
and every emergency, and I think I
am well within the bounds of truth
when I say that to them is due in a
large measure the fact that the coun-
ty of Annapolis can boast of one of
the best kept alms houses in the mar-
itime provinces. In conclusion T would
suggest to the ratepayers of this coun-
ty. that they take a look into pur
charitable institutions at Bridgetown.
