The Pansy Bed—We transplant in
open fleld early in Sept, that plants
may get well established. When ground
18 quite wedl frozen, say about Thanks-
giving thne, we take rather fresh hurse
manure from stable, that which has
leavesg or material not too coarvse for
the bedding, and spread it I quantity
sufllelent for a coverlng 1% to 2 in
deep. We then take an lran tooth rake
and level it, trying to have every plant
shaow its leaves above the manure, It
Is not freczing tha¢ kills, but the
changes from hard freezing to thaw-
Ing. and the abject Is not to smother
but barely endugh couvering to protect
from the many changes during winter.
I prefer no protection to tos much, We
have also used a Hght coxering of eve-
ergreen boughs, which will form a
shade.—~{ M., Elllg, Cheshire Co, N H.

Christmas or Lenten Rose—Place a
frame with glazed sash over a part of
these plants, banking around the sides
with manure and protecting the top on
cold nights. The plants wRl Woom In
Dec, continuing for several weeks {if
weather §s not teo severe, while those
left without the frame will bloom in
carly spring,

Star of Bethlehem—One of the best
bulbs for winter hlooming, belug treat-
cd ke hyacinth, but nceding less sun-
shilne while growing. It requires less
e to form rootg, but a longer pe-
il af grawth befor¢e bHlooming. The
Nlaner stalk 18 from 1S to 20 {n tall and
tou slender 1o suppuort the heavy clus-
terr of floners, so It must be staked.
There ave from 15 to 30 blossoms, each
an fnch dcross, white with a shiny
black, head-like center.—[Marion
Mcade, Winnebaga Co, 1.

Paper White Narcissus~Procure the
rrandiflora type. which produces larger
blogsome, and place the bulbs tn gliass
dishes of waler with pebbles to keep
them in place. Keep in a shaded place
for a few dayr, then bring into the
HRht; Iater give ull sunshine, umi the
budx begin to apen, after * hich they
do best In shade. Remove to a cool
room while blooming, ag the Wossoms
keep perfect much longer.—~[Mrs }H. M.

Forcing Astilbe Japonica—Procure
plants of a florist, pot them in rich soll
and set in a cold frame or cool cellar
until Feb. Bring to the Mght, water
freely and glve ful sunshine,  Plants
usually bloom for Easter and make a
srand dispiny.—~{Lena Holines.

Winter Care—Squashes. pumpkins,
citrons, ¢te, should not be allawed tn
lle around outside In the cold ralnx
ani frosts. Nnne of them keep any tao
well and are best kept where they will

not get tn dry Ple pumpkins and
winter squashes will keep nicely on
shelves where the moist alr can get
to them in sultable weather, or fn o
dry cellar on an carth floor, and come
out the best prohibly of any other way
we have tried. Watermelons will keep
until the holidays in the same way.—
