ANNUAL MEETING, MUSIC HALL, WOLFVILLE,
9rH JaNuanry, 1883.

Tho Secretary’s Report for the year
was read and ordered to lie on the table
for future reference.  Tuoe Secretiry said
the historical portion of the contemplated
Report of the Association was ready for
the press, but owing to circumstances ho
had been unable to have the work com-
pleted. The linancial statement showed
a balance of about $630 in the funds of
the Association.

Mr. T, E. Smith, delegato to the Anli-
gonish and Cape Dreton LExhibitions,

amade an extended roport. At Antigonish
tho fruit exhibit was very small. He
had procured n few dozens of apples for
the winter oxhibition, but owing to the
carelessness of milway employees they
had been misluid some weeks, and he
fearerd they wonld not show to very good
advantage in  consequence,  The fruit,
considering the attention und cultivation
it received, was very fair, but tho know-
ledge of fruit culture in this district is
very limited indeed.  Scavcely any one
knew one variety from another, and some
dozens wers minde up from {we sorts;
yet there seemed to he o general desire
for information. Some varicties were
better than these grows in King's Connty,
viz,, Red Astrachan, Duchess of Olden-
barg, Cayuga Redstreak and emb apples,
Plams looked very fine, Imt all com-
plained of black knot.  Somo fine clus.
ters of ripu grapes of the “ Champion ”
variety were exhibited.  Mr. Swith touk
a small collection  of  fruits, which
attraeted much attention, and served a
good purpose as samples to name from,
et

At North Syducy there was quite an
oxtansive exhibit of fruit, but »wing to
the armangement and want of light thiey
did not show to as good advautage as
they might have.  Apples were exhibited
under every conceivable name. Eyen
Magnum Donum  plums were labelled
Yellow Crabs. There was o fine cahibit
of crab apples.  Thero were three entries
for the F. €. A, prizes. The froil
wwarded prizes were carefully packed for
the winter exhibition. With the right
varietics and proper cultivation Capo
Breton may becomo a favored fruit grow-
ing aistriet,

C. R. H. Starr wado a verbal report of
the competition for the F. G. A. prizes
at Anmapolis, where thero was but one
entry and prize awarded to T, H. Parker,
of Berwick.

The Secretary said the veport from the
delegate to Truro and Yarmouth had not
been handed in, Lut would he forth-
coming., The Scerelary read the award
of the special pize of £5 offered by
Messrs, Nothard & Lowe, of London,
for the best ten barrels of Ribston
Pippins, ny follows : --

His fruit
was packed in a straightforward, houest
manuer, and was of good colour, and we feel
Justified in swarding him an extea puize of
21, for which you will find our draft enclosed.
