The Messrs,
Yorston, who have hitherto acted as Gener- |
al Receivers of Mission goods, have always i
refused to present apg bill, or receive any
recompense for (he trouble and outlay in-
curred by them in this capacity. It will be
impossible o determine the entire cost of
transmigsion until the arrival of geods is
announced by the Missionary. It is not
probable, however, that any less amount
will be charged from Sydner to Apeiteum
than from Pictou to Melbourne. From this,
it will appear that the cost of thipment will
increase one fourth the amount insared, so
that a very serious question may arise as ‘o
the policy of sending guods from No' & Sco-
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tia, when pecuniary contribution can be re-
mitted, to the same amount, at o trifi; ;
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
