On tho first
Sunday evening, a Banday School toacher
requested prayer for tho conversion of her
whole olass of girls, whicu prayer iad boen
ropeated on one or two subsequont even-
ings, To the groat dolight of all, a largo
seatfall of girls appeared on the Wednesday
ovening in tho enquirers’ pews, and Mr.
Lang spoke of tho touchingness of thoir
feeling, axd concern about thoir souls.
Other requests for prayer,—for example,
from wives for their husbands,—kad moved
all hearts. After dweliing upon many
other of the circumstancos and parliounlars
of the seaton of awakening at Lancaster,
the reverend gentleman concluded by point-
ing ont that the woik had been oarried on
by the miuisters and earnost laymen of the
distriot, and without auny of the fues or ex-
oitoment somelimes soen in such move-
ments, There must be 800 or 900 regular
attendanis at the meetings ; but no world-
renowned evangelist like Moody drew the
eagor thronge. Did not this faot show us,
it was asked, that thero was great power in
the Ohuroh of Olrist everywhere, which,
if svoked and developed, was equal to tho
$aek of slirring up souls and adding on a
large_scale to the kingdom of heaven?
The Holy Bpirit, it was forcibly pointed
out, was the only indispensable agent in
revival effort, and He could be at Montreal
at the same time as in Lianocaster or any
other plage, There weore whispers that
Mr, Moody might eome to iLe cily ero
long, and it he did, Mr. Lang promised that
he would help him all he ocould, But the
blessod work of grace need not wait for
any man, however gifted. God could do
his own work, and it only needed that
Christians shonld mightily plead for an
outpouring of the Holy Ghost., Mr. Lang
then offered up earnest prayer for such an
outpouring upon Launcaster, Montreal, the
Dominion, the whole Empire and the
world. The gervice throughont wus most
impressive.— Witness, 26¢h March, 1877.

Take the fol-
lowing testimontos whioh come from vory
opposite quarters, in illustration of this—
Dr. Merle D'Aubigne, the grontest of ro-
acnt Church hirtorinns, and who desoribes
lumeelf * us a0 historical Ohristian and
uot 8 philosoplical Christian,” says:—
* Tuore ure ju the Church two great prin
oiples whioh must be maintained—gfirst,
order j secondly, hberty. The order of
government, and the hborty of the poople.

The ryetem recognizes tho fact
that giving is & paré of the worship of God,
that is appropriately done on the Sabbath
a~d in the Sanctuary, May it prevail
wore aud more.

In one respect, the envelope system does
not conform to the chiof text alleged in its
favor. The text, (1 Cor, xvi.2,) is * Upon
tho first day of tho week, lst overy one of
you Jay by nm in store, as God hath pros.
pered him, that there be no gatherings
whon I come.” This verse commands us
to give oach week as God prospers us;
the envelope system binds us for the whole
year. Instead of weekly gifts they are
yearly subsoriptions payable woekly.
Muoh can be said in favor of this change,
Tho earnings of the Corinthian arlisans
varied from we:k to week, whilethe annual
income of very mauy now is fixed and ab-
rolute, known bofore the year begins,
Wiere thisis the caco, tho spirit of the
comnnud i vbserved Ly the yearly eub-
seriptiou.

'We do not say that
any ona is justified in posting up his books
on Sunday morning,  Such worldly mat-
tors shruld be confined to the six days
which God gives us for onr worldly huai.
